A Water Works Report,

Last Monday morning, before it was
known that the Mayor and Couneil had
met in the regular annual meeting 1n
an irvegular manner, Mr, Haverstick,
anticipating no deviation from the
chartered and ordained programme,
and expecting next day to go out of
town for a few ll-'l}'h. handed the JoUR-
NAL & copy of the report he intended
to submit to Council at the regular
annual meeting »t the usual hour.
Being forestalled, however, by the
surprising Star Chamber proceeding,
the report goes oyer for presentation
at the regular monthly meeting next
Mounday evening. Meanwhile, the
JOURNAL utilizes the *‘license of the
press” by giving it in advance:

Frosruevra, Mp,, May 2, 1802,
To the Mayor and Council,

As | cannot join with my colleagues in
their report, because it was made out where |
had no access to it--against my protest,and was
only presented for my inspection at the last
moment in an incomplete condition, too late
for thorough examination, and contains items
| know to be misleading, I feel impelled to offer
the following suggestions on mv own re-
sponsibility. This [ consider the more
necessary at the expiration of my term of
oftfice and the abolition of the Water Board:

The Fire Hydrants ~These should be dis-
connected from the old system and placed
upon the new, thereby saving a considerable
sumof annual rental. Our insurance rates are
based upon a new insurance survey map,
giving increased facilities under the new
system, Thatsystem has proyided for a more
equitable distribution of the tire hydrants,
will furnish protection where under the old
none existed, and gives greater pressure and,
of course, a greater quantity of water in a
given time for extinguishing the Hames.

The BReservoir,—This portion of the plant
should be enclosed with a fence. It would

be well to erecta tenant-house on the five acre |

reservation, giving it rent free for proper pro-
tection to the property. In order to keep the
water better agitated, thus avoiding stagnation,
it would be well to put up a fountain in the
middle. It can be done at little cost by tap-
ping underneath the tlow pipe from the
springs. 1 always favored such a course but
was overruled. However citizens of the town
may differ among themselves upon the
question of puddling the reservoir, 1 do not
believe a single engineer in the country
would hesitate in the matter. A rip rap could
afterwards be added to prevent a wash, protect
the sides and ayoud muddy water.

Additional Water —1If the town has the
money to spend too much water cannot be
obtained, even it the present supply proves
ample. But if economy is to be studied, it
would be jnst as well to make no extensive
extensions until it is known whether or not
it is necessary. In other words, wait until
fall before acting. Several plans can be laid
hefore Council for its consideration in order
to obtain an increased quantity of water:

Ist, Purchasing the old works, In doing
«this it must be remembered that probably
$£3,000, or even more, will have to be expended
in addition to the price paid for the works in
order to make the old act in harmony with
the new, and to develop and protect the
springs on that side ol the mountain,

2ud, By going to Cranberry Swamp.
present indications the report of the engineer
who suryeyed both thissection and the ravine

bhooks and bills in our possession. The
charges on pay rolls agninst three men were
classiticd as tollows : wrding, Merchandise,
Commissary and Rent, on whﬁ'h $146.97 were
lost, being unable to determine the amount
of loss to charge to either. The whole
amount of loss was placed to Boarding.

A number of bills for freight and materia
were missing ; also commissary accounts, and
in such cases the amounts were taken as
entered upon the hooks,

Order No. 21 to R. D. Wood and Co., over
paid bill, $1.00.

Order No. 67 was drawn for #163.04 to cover
pay roll which audits #164.04 as entered upon
the books,

Order No L' was drawn for #07.37 to
cover pay roll which audits 837,27, asenterec
upon the books,

Order No 154, issued in favor of Graff
Haverstick for 230, and paid by Treasurer,
and on Nov, 2, 1800, was entered on pay roll,
