M. Perdew for assault and battery

Judge Stake said among other things:
We must determine according to the law
whether punishment was excessive or not.

A very nice and fortunate qualifica-
tion, not to say a somewhat surprising
concess'on coming from one of a pro-
fession habituated to thinking and act-
ing upon the presumption that because
certain dicta, perhaps of unprofession-
als, is law, it is both a priori and
a posteori right.

it “confides to teachers diseretionary
powers concerning the inflietion of
punishment.”

Judge Hoffman assented to judge
Stake's view, though he weakened
somewhat the forece of the law when he
affirmed that ‘“‘common sepse” might
regulate compliance therewith.

The poor disciplinarian came in for
it a little heavier. however, under
judge Hoffman, whoapparently thinks
that of all men the teacher should have
been created a little higher up than
just a ‘‘a little lower than the angels.”
He should be, in faet, “a man of
sorrows” only, and ‘“‘grief” his sole
confidantee. He should be a complete
ruler of his temper, although that
sovereignty might lose him the mastery
of his school. He that ‘‘ruleth hisown
spirit” may be ‘*‘greater than he that
taketh a city,” but either might forfeit
his supremacy in a houseful of young
ruffians.

The evidence showed—

1, A ease of long, pugnacious and
dangerous defiance of disciplinary
authority, and—

2, “*That Mr. Perdew’s management
of the school was good, and discipline
was maintained, at some effort.”

This conclusion follows—that Mr.
Perdew should have been not only
acquitted, but ecommended. Heshould
not have been charged with yielding
to bad temper superinduced by a
‘‘previous oceurrence of three weeks”’
after the court had refused to hear
testimony showing the aggravating
character of that “occurrence.”

More than all, the word should have
gone out from the Beneh to all Young
America that the *‘diseretion” of the
teacher 1s hounded only by whatever
is indispensable to the establishment
and maintenance of his asuthority;

It is about time the teacher, always
presumably holding his place on ac-
count of his scholastic fitness and, per-
haps, long and successful experience,
should cease to be regarded as the only
officer owing his living to public pay
who is er gfficio a fool, a villain or a
hrute.

It is about time to emancipate him
from the alternating scorchings of two
fires, occasioned by that fraud, ‘“‘sus-
pension,” or that more cowardly expe-
dient, ‘““expulsion.”
