Sir James Paget says that he onco
hoard Mlle, Janotha render a prosto by
Mendelssohn in which she had to play
5,505 notes in four minutes and three
seconds! Every one of these notes in-
volve certain movements of the fingers,
and in many there were movements lat-
erally as well as those up and down. Lel
us say that there were three distinct
movements for each note. As there were
twenty-four notes per second she moved
her fingers at least seventy-two distincl
times each second.

Moreover, each of those notes was de-
termnined by the will and allotted to &
certain place, with a certain force at a
certain time and with a certain duration,
Therefore, there were four distinct qual.
ities in each of the seventy-two move-
ments in each second. Such were the
transmissions outward. And all those
were conditional on consciousness of the
position of each hand and each finger be
fore it was moved and by the sound and
the force of each touch.
