In sentencing John W. Avirett,
editor of the Cumberland Times, and
J. J. Robinson, editor of the Lonacon-
ing Star, each to 90 days in jail, $100
fine and costs, and confinement until
paid, judge Stake is reported to have
said, among other things:

It is necessary that it should be understood
in Cumberlana that men are jealous of their
reputations. In this city, so jealous are the
people of theirreputations, that life has been
taken because of a publication of libelous
matter.

The JOURNAL dissents from that
statement, not as a fact, but as a reason
for judgment against the traversers.

It makes no difference whatever
whether or not Cumberland men “*are
jealous of their reputations.”

The question was—was any man in-
jured by the defendants’ publieations?

Probably so; perhaps not.

But the Court having set the seal
of its reprobation upon immoderate,
perhaps libelous editorial censorship,
let it next turn its attention to sup-
pressing the venom of the bar against
those who, having also no voice In
court, are liars, thieves, robbers,
scoundrels and villains—because they
happen to be on ‘‘the other side of the
case,’’

Let it be seen, for instanee, that
witnesses, sworn to ‘‘tell the truth, the
whole truth, and nothing but the
trath,” are protected from the strategy
which seeks to obtain falsehood—in
warp and woof, and nothing but
falsehood.

Let it be understood that abuse of
character by lawyers before juries and
the publie that throngs the courthouse
is a privilege to be hereafter denied to
them as well as to newspapers in the
court which sits out of doors.

There should be no reserved rights
in the premises ; no privileged classes
whatever, and no monopolists of pro-
fessional abuse,

et it be published also that these
men shall treat their legal brethren
with gentlemanly decorum, for in that
same city of Cumberland, where men
are ‘‘so jealous of their reputations that
life has been taken"—a lawyer died at
the hands of a lawyer, because the
latter's integrity had been assailed.

If, therefore, the gentlemen who
have brought Messrs. Avirett and
Robinson to punishment imagine they
have instituted a reign of terror, or
secured more official immunity from
publie oversight, or have inaugurated
a little millenium, let them be sure

Maodel Locomotive Engines.

The Baltimore & Ohio Railroad has
just placed 1n seryice on its Chicago
Division three new passenger engines,
built at the Baldwin Loeomotive
Works, after new designs furnished by
the Gen,l Superintendent of Motive
Power of the B. & O. Company.
