It is frequently said that ‘“‘ignorance
of the law excuses no one,” bat if it
be true then everybody should be a
lawyer.

In which event the axiom should
read—

Ignorance of the law excuses no lawyer.

Under any circumstances the lan-
guage sounds like the dictwm of a mon-
arch—not like an impartial regulation
of the servants of the people.

And when those servants—

1, Passalaw;

2, Fail to make it properly known,
and then—

3, Punish the helpless ones for ig-
norance to which they have contrib-
uted, the Czar of Russia, in all the
plenitude of power, can inflict no more
injustice. y

Here is an Ordinance which comes
nearer home than any other law that
has ever been or can be enacted. It
comes within our enclosures and in-
troduces inquisitors into our own
management of our own premises.

But it is left to the inquisitors to
play the cart-before-the-horse act.

Instead of the law heralding the
approach of the inquisitors, the latter
come with the law as a letter of in-
troduction.

Care of the Cemetery,

What may be considered natural in
a cemetery ! In the first place, grass
and trees. There should be anabund
ance of grass and a sufficiency of trees
and shrubs, with as few pathways as
possible and no more driveways than
are absolutely necessary. A cemetery
not higher
than three inches above grade of plain
sod, well clipped and trimmed, gives
that appearance of neatness,simplicity,
quiet and beauty which every lot
should haye. The preyailing anxiety
on the part of lot owners to surpass
each other in the erection of cost
monuments, vaults and stone wor
generally, is detrimental to the natural
appearance of a cemetery, Another
encroachment upon the natural appear-
ance of a cemetery is carpet bedding.
To take the natural and well trimmed
sod from a grave and cover it with a
carpet bedding of plants and flowers,
giving it the appearance of a patch-
work erazy quilt, is, to say the least
absurd, and certainly not in keeping
with the natural appearance of a cem-
etery representing the peaceful resting
place of the dead. Not so with plants

- of wild flowers and hardy herbaceous

erenvials, They are things of nature,
I'his class of plants is inexpensive,
will live over winter, flourish without

~eare, become larger in size and inerease

in beauty every year, and should bhe
dispersed oyer the ground so as to give
them a natural appearance. A cem-
etery shonld be a place tor meditation,
a place where the living, pleased and
satisfied with its natural appearance
of peace and quiet, and free from the
busy hum of human toil aad artistic
dazzle, may anticipate the time when
they, too, must succumbtothe inevita-
