The New York Board of
Fire Underwriters claim that the last year's
premium receipts were £7.085,000; that the
losses were $6,500,000, and that other expenses
were £2.800,000, making a total outlay of
£0,300,000, a net loss to the companies of over
$2,200,000, It is apparent enough that cap-
italists cannol be induced to put up money in
the face of an experience of this sort. The
proper things to do are to raise the rates,
select risks more conservatively and judi-
ciously and to insist upon a fuller and more
rigid inspection. Property owners should
recognize thesituation and accede to the de
mands of the companies.

A Meeting That Was Not a Mceting.

*“The JOURNAL'S reporter,” clerk
George E. Stevers said, ‘““was asked to
say nothing about the agreement to
meet Tuesday evening, 7th inst.”—an
arrangement effected at the special of
the 1st inst,

But all the same the JOURNAL had
printed and remembered the state-
ment.

When, therefore, the appointed hour
came the JOURNAL was iuformed by
the reporter aforesaid that ‘‘the meet-
ing was to be a secret one, and that
newspaper men would not be welecome”
—a statement which surprised the
great paper immoderately.

Councilman Raley then came drift-
ing down street and the JOURNAL
tapped him gently, knowing him to be
amiable and conscientious. Mr. Raley
had not heard up to that time that the
Council was to hold a Star Chamber
session to discuss so importaut a public
matter as ‘‘shortages.” Then, with
a beneficent air of *‘I’ll go see,” he
went on down street,

The JOURNAL waited some time for
the procession to move toward the
Couneil Chamber, but it did not come.
The great paper followed Mr. Raley's
track to see what had become of him,
or, rather, where the procession would
form, or, if formed, how it had got past
a given point in less than no time.
Opposite Michael & Barton’s store the
No sooner said
than done—across the street came
Councilman Theo. Gunnett—clever,
smiling “Tip.” Mr. Gunnett fell in at
once with the JOURNAL'S views as emi-
nently correct—when the procession
hove in sight. Mr. Gunnett and the
JOURNAL brought up the rear, and to-
gether, **with equal step and rhythmie
sway,” all marched to the Council
Chamber.

Wittig appeared to be the most exer-
cised about the enormity of tolerating
an unbidden guest, and the awful
danger to which somebody's private
character might be subjected by the
presence of that personality, lately so
frightful to a few people—the press.

(‘ouncilmen George Jones arrived
and became a listener,

By the time Mr. Jones had absorbed
the details of the probable disadyant-
ages to the alleged short-stops, Mayor
Willison, as good a citizen as there is
in Frostburg, stepped in the door and
appeared to hesitate as he contem-
plated not only a part of the play, but
perhaps an actor whose name was not
on the bill. His hat and umbrella
were laid away, however, and erelong
he joined the earnest caucus.

While all this amusing play was go-
ing on the JOURNAL examined the
new and elegant table Council had
generously provided for ‘‘the press,”
but which, alas! was not to be ded-
icated at this meeting. The drawer
was opened, the JOURNAL'S seat at one
end pre-empted, and some discussion
held with Mr. Stevens concerning the
proper place to locate it.

countenance aglow with a smile bright
as a morning glory. He began his
address. Then came the clerk, coun-
cilmen Lemmert and Jones and the
Mayor. Mr. Raley remained in the
back ground, and Mr. Wittig—**0,
where was he ?” He had surrendered
the Council Chamber to the JOURNAL!
No meeting for him with the press
present.

The JoUrNAL had told Mr. Gunnett
it was going to the Council Chamber
to see if Council would dare to exelude
the press, and all knew the JOURNAL
stood on ground that could not be
deseerated. Henee, the gentlemen
were told that the JOURNAL was there
standing on its rights both as a paper
and a eitizen, and that they had no
right whatever under the organic law
of the town, which they had sworn to

charter, and, eyen if it were, that it is
not as public a body in procedure as
any other popular representative as-
sembly.

These excuses, of course, wont hold
water for a second, but, in justice to
the Mayor the JOURNAL must say it
believes him when he said %e **had no
objection to the JOURNAL'S presence.”
Mr. Lammert, we think, really felt the
same way; Mr. Jones looked like he
did, and we know Mr.. Gunnett would
have voted ‘‘stay,” had the issue been
referred to him.
