ANCIENT NOTIONS CONCERNING THE
NOW POPULAR BEARD.

A Digstinguishing Feature of Fashion- |

In England, during the sixteenth cen-
mry, members of the legal fraternity
w ho wore beards were held in disfavor,
and subjected to various small annoy-
snces from courtand people. Thisoppo-
sition was the very thing needed to givo
the beard popularity; and during the
seign of Elizabeth it became the mark of
every man of fashion,
veard became supreme during the days
f James I, and continued in power
down to the great revolution. Shakes.
penre and Ben Jonson both followed this
tashion. With Cromwell and the
Roundhead regime the hair was clipped
close and the beard shaved almost en-
tirely. Charles 11 made a weak attempt
to renew the old fashion by wearing a
few hairs on the chin, but this died out,
and during the eighteenth century the
beard was not worn by people of posi-
tion in England., During the early de-
sades of the present century beards were
carce, Punch was very facetious over
what it termed the French fashion of
beard and mustache.
chop whiskers which were then looked
on as the acme of taste, offended the ris-
ing generation, and the result was a gen-
eral return to the wearing of beards. In
America beards had come into vogue
long before, as our great republic in
those days looked to France rather than
to Britain for its fashions. The stage,
like the greater world, has always had
ita traditional beards, the shape and line
of which are guarded with jealous care,

hant red, while the devil was played in
a long and pointed one of black. This
latter characteristic was inherited by
Mephistopheles on the modern stage,
Othello generally wears a forked beard
with a pronounced negro fizzle. Mal-
volio's beard belongs to the old pique-
devant variety and is a triumph of silly
foppery. We all know how Bottom en-
ncted Pyramus, “either in your straw-
colored beard, your orange tawny beard,
vour purple ingrain beard, or your
I'rench crown beard, your perfect yel-
low,” The literature of the beard is re-
plete with anecdote and romance. Sir
Thomas Moore when on the scaflfold
(lrew his long beard aside from the exe-
entioner's block, saying that it, at least,
had not wrought treason. During the
time of the early Georges many Jacobite
gentlemen vowed never to shave their
seards until the Stuarts were once more
sentedd on the throne. Another and
rarlier example of persons vowing not to
shave was Edmund Blanchville, an Irish
gentleman, who from the execution of
Charles I to the restoration allowed his
Leard to grow unshorn, When the Duke
of Ormonde told Charles 11 of Blanch-
ville's vow, Charles promised to give his
daithful subject a farthing for every hair
i his wonderful beard. This promise,
bowever, like many of the merry mon.
arch’'s, was soon forgotten. And so,
though men may come and razors go,
the beard grows on forever! Itis irre-
pressible as humor, obstinate as ambi-
tion, and unconvertible as sin. At this
moment it is asserting itself upon mil.
lions of chins. Whether it has come to
stay or is gradually giving way to the
mustache pleasing to all feminine eyes,
it is impossible to divinee Who can say
with certainty what shall be the condi-
tion of our chine forty years hence?

Chinese Embrolidery.

Chinese embroidery is the most re-
markable which ever came from human
fingers.

tempted embroidery understands the
difficulty of giving a neat appearance to
her work on only one side of the article
embroidered, but the Chinese embroider
both sides, so that by turning the work
it is impossible to detect a difference or
to say which is the neater, and this, too,
on material so thin that it seems impos-
gible to work with it at all. One of the
most peculiar features of a piece of
Chinese fancy work is the hem with which
they finish the cut edge. American
ladies fold down a flat hem and fasten it
with a whipstitch; the Chinese roll the
edge 0 as to make a cord, and then hold
it in position by a blind stitch. The
work is wonderfully delicate, and is said
to be done by Chinese women working
at what we would consider starvation
w Whole dresses are embroidered
just as beautifully and with the same
regard to detail as the smallkst ar-
ticle of luxury or comfort, and the
amount of work done on one of theso
large pieces of heavy silk is simply as-
tounding to one not familiar with Chi.
nese workmanship.
