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GENERAL ITEMS

What is a Good Road.

Prof. Shelton P. Sanford, of Mereer
University, says that, reduced to the
last analysis, a good road must possess
three elements—elements that eannot
be dispensed with, They are:

First —Easy grade.

Second—Perfect drainage.

Third—Proper shape.,

The great mistake, and one frequent-
ly made, is running straight over hills
instead of winding r.round their bases.
GGood economy in the saying of animal
power dictates that we take the longer
and level route rather than the short
and steep one. Eminent road-makers
suy that rather than compel a horse to
ascend a hill twenty feet high it is
better for the horse to travel twenty
;imeu as far on aleyel, or four hundred
eet,

It is impossible to make a good road
If the water stands on it. Drainage is
absolutely indispensable. Ditches on
both sides of the road three feet wide,
and from one and a-half to three feet
deep, will secure effectual drainage,
Wlli‘ﬂ the earth from the ditches will
uupﬁnly the material for raising the
road-bed above the surface ot the
neighboriug lands, and then secure for
it the proper shape,

What is the proper shape for a road ?
Many road-makers maintain that it
should be curved like the arc of a
circle. Roads with this sort of eross
section have the glaring defect of not
being uniform in their slope ; they
fall off too rapidly at the sides, and
the consequence 1s that vehicles will
only trayel in the middle of the road,
and the rains will rapidly wash the
sides into ruts. In my “opinion a
much better shape is that of two in-
clined planes, meeting in the center of
the road, the point of the meeting
being smoothly rounded off.

The inclination of such a road is
perfectly uniform from the centre to
the sides, and travelers will have no
reason to prefer any one part of a
rond so constructed to another,——
