Heintz, of this place, was drowned
while bathing in the Potomae river,
opposite Cumberiand, last  Sunday
afternoon. The News tells the sad

story as follows :

Milton Keller, Shepherd Willison and sev-
eral other boys who were in bathing with
Siegmund say that Charlie, who could not
swim, had waded out to a large stone, a short
distance from the shore, and had been there
but a short time when he slipped oft the stone
into deep water and was carried beyond the
reach of Keller who, holding to the abutment,
tried to grasp him by the shoulder, but the
current was too strong to allow him to retain
his hold. The boys seeing that Siegmund
was drowning, became frightened and swam
for the shore, from which they saw their
friend sink beneath the water six times and
upon reaching the surface for the seventh
time he threw his arms above his head and
without uttering a cry disappeared,

The news of the boy having been drowned
spread rapidly and soon hundreds of people
lined the banks of the Potomac on both the
West Virginia and Maryland side.
