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Baptism.

The following is a synopsis of a
sermon recently preached by Rev.
Henry Thomas, pastor, in the Welsh

Baptist chureh, this place:

As Baptists we hold no ill will towards any
who differ from us in opinion, but, as the
laws of the kingdom of God command, we
exercise charity towards all men.

In ages past the bulk of christian bodies
have been marvelously—I would almost say
criminall ignorant of their fundamental

differences, Zion's watchmen cannot as yet |

“eye to eye,’” but the light of truth is be-
coming clearer and christian charity asserts
itself more and more every day.

Our principal difference from other denom-
inations lies very much deeper and takes a
wider sweep than in the question of baptisii
only.

The Baptist body has never pot forth a
formulated creed (a few individoal churches
and associations excepted,) vet our faith and
practice have been wonderfully alikein every
age and country wherein we have existed,
being founded on certain fundamental prine
ciples, universally understood by ourselves,
which may be summed up under the follow-
ing heads :

I. That the inspired Scriptures contain the
full and supreme authority of Christ in all
that relates to christian faith and practice,

[1. That a christian church consists only of
regenerated individuals  professing faith in
Jesus Christ and are loyal to His laws.

11, That the ordinances of Baptism and
the Lord's Supper should always be observed
by the church in their apostoheal simplicity.

V. That all connection between the
church and the State, and that all distine-
tions made by the State amongst its citizens
on the ground of religion should be earnestly
opposed.

We maintain in regard to Baptism—

. That it is a pure christian ordinance ; a
wew pite in the history of religion, having
no connection whatever with any previous
religious rite, and first introduced by John
the Baptist by divine commission.—John
i, B3,

There were divers washings in the Jewish
churceh, but they ditftered very much from
the christian baptism in the following par-
ticulars

I, They were observed for ceremonial
purification,  Baptism is “not for the putting
away the filth of the tlesh, but the answering
of a good conscience toward God llll‘ull;.',h the
resurrection of Jesus Clirist,'—Peter ih, 21,

2 The diverse washings in the church of
the old covenant were performed by the
ceremonially  unclean upon themselves;
baptism was administered unto others by
persons who were themselves baptised and
duly qualiti®l and appointed to baptize others,

3, Those ablutions in the Old Testament
church were repeated ag often as the wor-
shippers ceremonially  unelean ;
baptism 1s to be observed once only ina
believer's lifetime.

4, Those washings the
economy  were in no  wise intiatory in
character ; baptsm initiates the baptized into
the new gospel faith; itis the door to the
christian church, Christ was initiated into
his Messianic otlice through baptisin.—Matt,
iii.

We maintain—

11, That Baptism is a very important part
of the enristian constitution. The following
reasons prove this position @

I, Christ's own submission to the ordi-
nance.—Matt. iii, 13. His example had an
important meaning; *‘He would not submit
to a meaningless rite but hath given us an
example that we should follow Him."

2. Jesus as the Supreme Head of the Church
commanded and joined Baptisim inseparably
with the preaching of the Gospel.  *Go, ve,
therefore, and make disciples of all the na-
tions, baptizing into the nameof the Father,”
ete.—Matt, xxviii, 19,

3, The disciples understood its importance,
and enjoined the sacred rite upon all their
converts,

We maintain—

11, Thattheonly mode of baptism autho r-
ized by the New Testament is 1mmersion,
There are other modes that have charch
authority for their support, but no Scriptural
authority in precept or practice,

Our reasons in |tr|Hll'uI' this puﬁiiiun are the
following:

I, The plain meaning of' the Greek word,
“baptize,” which should be translated to aip,
or to immerse,

2. The plain inference from the references
made in the New Testament to the admin-
istration of Baptismi, John baptised in the
Jordan ; also in Aenon, near unto Salim, be-
cause there was much water there.—John iii,
23, Paul says that “we are buried with Him
in baptisni,” —Rom. vi, 4,5, The inference
from these and like passages is very plain and
conclusive,

3, This was the mode 1n which the sacred
rite was administered by the churches until
the 13th century. It is still the practice of
the whole Grecian church and the Cathedral
of Milan to this day, and the mode enjoined
in the common prayer-book of the Episcopal
churches of England and Awmerica in the
present age,

We maintain—

IV, That the only proper subjects ol the
New Testament baptism are converted per-
sons who are capable of repentance and faith.
Because—

became

under

1, The Apostles required repentance and
fuith in all their converts before baptism.,

2, Because baptism cannot be a means of
grace without repentance and faith in the
baptized.

3, Because this was the universal practice
of the early christian churches down to the
middle of the third century; the baptism of
infants was at that time introduced and the
abuse then brought in was far from being
. universal.

Wemamtain—

V. That Baptisa has a very important
signification,

1, As a sign of the spiritual union of the
conyerted soul with Christ.—Rom. vi, 4, 5;
(see the new version) of the New Testament.

2, 1t is a striking picture to the mind of the
burial and resurrection of Christ,

3, It symbolizes the change wrought by the
Spirit of God in the soul of the believer dying
unto sin and living unto righteousness.

4, 1t shows the heliever's victory over death
and the grave.

We mainfain—

V1 That baptism, therefore, should be
observed with the greatest solemnity, and
not simply as a ceremony of no great im-
portance.

We maintain tinally—

That every believer in Jesus Christ should
be baptized on profession of faith in Him as
a personal duty and a personal prerogatiye.
Amen!

A City's Tenth Birthday.

The old town of Big Lick, now
Roanoke, Va., straick its biggest lick
last Sataurday.

That was the day ten years ago when
the Shenandoah Valley railroad linked
steel with the Norfolk & Western
system at that place.

That was theday, too, when the first
passenger train over the former line
reached Roanoke.

The observance of the oceasion be-
gan on Friday, as the crowd began to

hgrow in density—a crowd at first con-

tent to view with curious delight the
red, white and blue drapery which
embellished the extemporized arch,
the lofty edifice, elegant residence and
shapely cottage.

At night Sam Jones' tabernacle—
an indoor campmeeting ground ‘of
over 5,000 seats—was filled by a bril-
linnt assemblage, including a trained
chorus of 130 voices. The musical
equipment beside comprised two bands,
pianoand anvil acecompaniment.  The
choruses were sonorous outpourings
of melody.

There was an elogquent speech of
welcome by James 8. Simmons; a

historieal essay by Col. John E. Penn,
and an all-round, rousing address by
GGen. H. Kyd Douglas, of this State.
The last named eleetrified the
Virginians by praises of Roanoke and
his pertinent hits and well told
anecdotes convulsed them  with
laughter. There were plenty of Mary-
lande; s there, too, not one of whom
but was proud of their tall, handsome,
eloquent co-resident. ke spoke with
great force and beauty nearly an
hour, otce only **‘plowing pretty close
to the corn”—in that ‘“‘patronymic”
business.

The JourNaL enjoyed the honor of
guesthood of the Executive Committee
and sat a few feet from the real hero
of the occasion, F. J. Kimball, of
Philadelphia, Pa., president of the
Norfolk and Western railroad com-
pany.

Saturday opened warm and sultry,
‘but at an early hour the country people
began coming in. By 9 o'clock, the
hour at which the great combination
military and trades procession was to
start, everybody was there. The
usual delay in starting of 1} hours
occeurred, during which time the sun
poured with growing perpendieunlarity
his flames of melting hent on the most
patient masses of sweltering humanity
the JOURNAL has ever seen.

At last the line, over three miles
long, began to move. First eame 15
Lexington ecadets, clean, white and
new voung fellows, marching with the
utmost rhythmic precision.

The second
carried a machine for making and
stamping miniature tin dishes, and
from which they were liberally thrown
en route, Four large tin umbrellas,
boldly marked ** American tin,” partial-
ly sheltered the float, It was one of the
best individual displays made.

The samples of Roanoke manufac-
ture shown were equal to those of the
best in veteran seats of mechanical
handiwork. Their number and di-
versity are too great for mention here.

For the most part the line moved
too rapidly. It was exactly an hour
passing a given point,

At G o'clock p. m. the sham battle
came off. Apparently there were

lﬂ-huut 2,000 men and 6 pileces of

artillery engaged. The scene was
quite realistic.
