Electricity in the many forms in whicly
(t has been made useful to man has be-
come 80 familiar to most persous in re-
cent years that it was rather a matter |
for surprise that in some of its most in.
teresting manifestations it remains to-day
a8 mysterious an agent as it ever was,
The tremendous power of a stroke of
lightning is beyond all possibilty of im:-
tation by artificial meaus, and yet thap |
power is seldom exercised twice in pre. |
cisely the same manner, Somelimes the
lightning appears to exert its full might .
like an angry giant, and its blow then
resembles a shot from a hundred-ton
gun—nothing can withstand it, and it
rends, tears and scatters broadcast what.
ever object it encounters,

An instance of its terrifle capacity for
destruction possessed by a bolt of light-
ning was the instant demolition in Eig-
land. a year or so ago, of a great oalk
tree which for generations had been tho
pride of a neighborhood.

Ky., lust June, when a turkey buzzard,
