The Independent should be philosophie
enough to give causesachanee to work
effects.

But what the JourNAL most finds
fault with in the Independent’s unwar-
rantable disquisition is the utter worth-
lessness in which it holds newspapers
as educators and inspirers of pubhe
action. It says:

The idea that any newspaper should have
the barefaced audacity to claim notoriety by
weekly defending a cause, the right of which
a single man would not dispute, is extremely
unreasonable. ¢

(Good roads are a necessity, and eyery news-
paper in this county has from time to time
recorded itself in favor of a better condition
of the public highways.

Theagitation of the road question originated
with no newspaper; it was born of the very

nature of things, and reared in the public
mind by a need tooapparent to escape notice,

Not long since we read a magazine

article on the “National Road"—we | failure.

regret we cannot re locate it with suf-
ficient distinctness to find and quote
literally therefrom—which aseribed the
building of that great thoroughfare
‘“‘principally to the agitation of the
newspapers of that day.”

There were no *‘ifs” or “‘ands” about
it—newspaper agitation kept the need
of such a highway before Congress and
the people ‘“‘until it was completed!”
So that to-day if thereis a single mon-
umental testimonial in this country to
the yalue of newspapers, it is ‘“The
National Road”—one of those institu-
tions which, the Independent contends,
‘““‘was born of the very nature of
things,” ete.

It 18 a sad tribute, therefore, the Ia-
dependent pays the press as an upbuild-
er of the community and promoter of
material development.

But neither history nor common
sense justifies its contentions. News-
papers have blazed the paths, staked
the routes and laid the tracks for rail
roads. They have gone in the van of
civilized empire and pointed the way
until the Atlantic and Pacific sea-
boards have been knit together by
strandsof steel. They have told where
bridges were to be builded and struck
the first blows where mountains have
been tunneled. They first furnished
the printed page which won from the
-capitalist his investments and then
led the workingman to settle in the
new Paradises of the west. It would
be hard to name any public enterprise,
great or small, in which newspapers
have not taken a leading and forceful
part.

The Chinese Wall was **born of the
very nature of things.” So was the
Tower of Babel, and eventually the
Cumberland Independent, Two of
these institutions have long outlived
the folly to which they owe their
origin, and the third has made con-
fession that the most it has been able
to do is—with others of 1ts superfluous
class, that it has “‘recorded itself in
favor of a better condition of the pub-
lic highways.”

In solving the water problem in
Cumbesland, T. l.. Pattersoun, civil
engineer and eitizen of high repute,
has seen fit to belittle the average
councilman’s off-hand mensuration of
water volume, and the JOURNAL agrees
with him, but not ironically.

The great paper, however, stren-
uously antagonizes any argument
which holds up this town's new water
works experience as an example to be
avoided, and its new system as a
It objects all the more be-
cause the history of the rise and fall
of that system is y:t to be written, es-
pecially of the fall.

The object lesson presented by the miser-
able failure which has subjected the taxpay-
ers of our sister city, Frostburg, to a heavy

In contemplating the term, ‘*miser-
it will be well for the
“perfectly honest councilmen” in their
own behalf to inguire whether Mr.
Patterson is writing as a ecivil en
gineer or an officer or ex-officer of a
company direetly and implacably op-
posed to our new system from its
embryo to all eternity.

Because, if Mr. Patterson writes as
a civil engineer we would like to know
what he thinks of hisown great system
of supply for this town that has many
times failed to furnish enonugh water
to navigate a tadpole?

But we promised to quote from Mr,
Patterson :

The parson, doctor and miner who con-
stituted the Water Board at Frostburg knew
it all, decided that there was no necessity for
the employment of an engineer or anyone
who knew more than they did about water
works ; boasted loudly about the number of
springs they had brought to their reservoir
by a method of their own which excluded all
surface water; built a reservoir in the worst
possible place for the purpose which would
not hold water; spent forty-six thousand
dollars for the expenditure of which no satis-

factory account has ever been rendered and
the water is not there.

Mr. Patterson is really too severe.
TheJoUurNALfears that he forgot for the
time being that he was writing in the
mathematically correct language of a
civil engiber. Indeed, the JOURNAL
fears, more than all, that the civil en-
gineering derelictions of his own com-
pany are the prime cause of the fright-
ful panorama of calamities which he
depiets.
