The
wise hunter, who understands the hahits
of the game, does not run headlong on
the trail when he strikes it in the snow
pecause the moose has thought of that
ind doubled on his track, and may be at
the moment the trail is struck quietly
watching the snow-shoers from a thicket
not more than twenty feet away. Hence
the hunters with greater caution con
stantly make detours from the trail unti
the game is located. If the moose ir
only wounded when fired upon he is &
dangerous foe, for he will dance on his
hind legs like a dancing-master, and
strike with his sharp forefeet like an ex-
pert fencer, He seldom uses his antlers
unless wounded in one of his dancing
legs, when he must needs use his head as
an nffensive weapon.

A few moose are atill left in Maine,
with now and then a straggler in north-
ern New York, but they, like the buffalo,
have had their day, and it will not be
long before a few skins in the museums
will furnish the only visible traces of this
grand forest king.

An Odd Knife's Long Journey.

To those people of inquiring mind who
have seen or read of the long pipes tha
sarry crude petroleum from the wells of
western Pennsylvania to the refineries
of Philadelphia, it is a source of woundez
how the pipes are cleaned.

As the oil flows through these under.
ground conduits the paraffiie in the fluil
is separated, and this residuum incrusts
the sidea of the pipes and proves a seri.
ous hindrance to the free passage of the
surrent of oil

The device that is used to remedy this
ovil is & knife, about two feet in length,
with a sharp edge that is constructed ex
actly like the thread of a screw ; indeed,
the knife itself resembles a huge head-
less screw more than anything else, It
is always slightly smaller in diameter
than the pipe it passes through.

When the thickness of the crust of
paraffine renders a cleansing necessary
this instrument is inserted in the first
link of the huge iron chain far off in the
oil flelds. It receives its motive power
from the stream of petroleum, which ig
wccompanies all the way to Phila 'elphia,
revolving rapidly as it hurries along, a
scraping the channels clean from every
particle of paraffine.

It turns and twists and cleanses in this
manner throughout its wholelong jour
ney, finally dropping from the pipes in
the midst of the vaststream of petroleum
that empties continuously into the re-
*eiving tanks at Philadelphia. Its edges,
to be sure, are duller than when it set
out upon its expedition, but otherwise
its condition is perfect.

It is immediately shipped back to the
fields, when it is sharpened again and
laid away until future parafline accumu-.
lations require once more its valuable
servicees.

The military student and the anti-
quarian find pleasure in tracing the
course of the famous expeditions. There

is a fuscination in seeking to bring to

ing the vast difficulties overcome and ob-
stacles surmounted. There has always
been among the Americans a kindly
feeling for the memory of General Brad-
dock, partly from the association of
Washington with the most melancholy
portion of his career. His faults were
those of his peculiar education, Wrong-
headed, obstinate and marrow-minded,
he was yet braveand warm-hearted ; and
strict as was his discipline, his officers
seem to have had a genuineliking for him,
For many years travellers havé gone out
of their way to pay a visit to the spot
where lie his remains.
