Perhups the most  practical lesson
taught at the Royal Lustitution, says the
London Telegraph, was one whicli may
assist us to know which of our drenims
are signs that something is wrong with
our bodily organization. As a rule, said
the learned lecturer, it is best not to
dream at all; dreamlessness is usunlly a
symptom of good all round health, A
child’s dreams areinvariably signs of «is-
turbed health, and should be regarded
with anxiety. For adults it is a good
thing to know that we may be sure that
our brains are being overstrained when
cur nightly dreams relate to the events
of the day; and if we actually seem in
our sleep to be countinuing our daily

v ork, this is a danger sigonal which must

pnever be disregarded.

When we feel wearied in the morn.
ing very likely it results from dreams
that we have forgotten, and then the
best thing to do is to take exercise,
Without coming to any declded opinion
A8 to the supernatural meanings attri-
buted to dreams, we can at least profit
by these practical hints, Considered us
products of bad digestion, dreams can
not be reasonably expected to tell us
anything of a useful character, or to sup-
ply us with any warning, except one di-
rected against the coutinuance of de-
praved dietetic habits,

If it is true that the sleep of health is
dreamless, then it becomes difficult to be-
lieve that the only persons to whom
visions in sleep are vouchsafed should be
the victims of indigestion. It is always
n puzzle for persons of an unimaginative
turn of mind to understand how the fu-
ture, which does not yet exist, can be
supposed to have any effect on the pres-
ent; and it must be admitted that
dreams of warning are much harder to
believe in than the “brain-waves” and
“thought transferences” which members
of the Psychical Research Society takc
as matters quite in the ordinary course
of things.

There isa considerable mass of testi-
mouy in favor of the power of the mind
to produce results at an enormous dis-
tance by some system of psychical tele-
graphy, of which nobody has yet dis-
coverel the secret. A man who goes to
sleep and dreams that his brother is be-
ing killed by a wild tribe in Central Af-
rica, and who afterward hears that he
did meet with that fate at the precise
time when the vision occurred, need not
fly to any supernatural explanation for
the plenomenon,

It is quite different when a dream tells
of something which is to happen in a few
months' time.  In the latter case most
people will prefer to join with science in
attributing the fact eithier to a law of co-
meidences or to a simple delusion, We
must do science the justice to admit that
if she increases the gloominess of life in
some directions, as by lLer doctrine of
the struggle for existence, she decreases
it in other respects, one of which is by
aiding in the gradual banishiment of any
confidence in visions and omens and
“weirdness” generally,
