Giradually, stealthily and surely,
poison has entered the great arteries
of the nation. Soon—even now, the
heginning throes of convyulsion are
shaking it from the Executive chair
to the peasant’s abode. The poison
has entered, | say, but what shall be
the antidote ? who will speedily ad-
minister it ? and will it suffice ?

These ave not questions excited by a
disto ted 1dea of the trouble. 1 am
not a pessimist, and would, it it were
possihle, put the mildest construetion
and draw ‘he most pleasing picture of
the seenes which have just oceurred,
But to what end, when a real foe
midable trouble stares us in the face,
1t 1s best to grasp it inits most hideous
nspeet, and form, therefore, the most
cffective plans for extrication !

[t 1s not my objeet in writing this
article to offer any suggestion or to
diagram a mode of attack unon the
trouble, for, first, 1 feel my inability,
and, again, were | able to give a prop-
er and tangible solution, | should feel
disposed to allaw older heads and more
t‘H'II‘I'iI'IIt'l‘ll minds to propose the
sedative, | desive only to refer to an
aflliction that has come upon us of the
gravest nature and capable of throw-
ing the country mto a most disastrous
plight.

During the past four decades the
world has indeed made wonderful
strides in the realm of knowledge,
