“he Use of Windmills Instend o
Whnter or Steam Power.

Steam power is being gradually intro-
Auneced into the sugar mills, but the island
o still well studded with  windmils,
which pleasingly diversify the monot-
mons uspect of the over-cultivated
sonntry, Indeed, with so constant a
poseras the trade wind, most of the
work of this favored land can be por-
formed almost free of cost. If you nced
vater vyou have only to sink a well ana
crect & windmill over it; which will keep
vour reservoirs full. The coral rock is
«» porous that there is no such thing as »
river in the whole island, The whole
rainfall sinks through the soil to form
underground streams, which discharge
their copious floods below the surface of
the sea, Well-making presents easy con-
ditions here,_

Some curious stories attach to thess
windmills, and one of the most noto-
worthy incidents in connection with
them occurred recently, At a mill
known as St. George's, the men in at-
tendance were shortening sail; one man
did not let go his hold soon enough, and
was carried aloft by the great forty five.
foot sail. He, fortunately, had all lis
wits about him, and managed to get his
feot round a bar of the sail, and to hold
on to the one ahove, In this position he
was carried round, the mill revolving
with increased rapidity, as the man
whose duty it was to feed it had rushed
out at the first alarm.

A ery was raised to choke the rollers
with cane, and so stop the mill; this was
done at the imminent risk of breaking
gome of the machinery, and so releasing
the cails altogether, After six complete
revolutions the mill was stopped, fairly
choked by the bundles of cane thrust into
ita jaws, leaving the sail, to which tho
man  still elung, uppermost, and ho
ninety feet from the ground. With
marvellons nerve, or rather lack of
nerves, he proceeded to climh down thay
perilous ladder, and reached the ground
without assistance. An easy calculation
will show he had travelled close on to
six hundred yards in his aerial journey,
amnd half the distance with his head

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Glovifiention of Our National Godderan.

Mr. MacMonnie's colossal fountain for
the World's Fair is a glorvification of our
national goddess. Columbia is seated on
n lofty pedestal, borne by a triumphal
marge, which is placed in the center of a
susin 1950 feet in diameter. On either
sidde of the pedestal stand four female
rowers,  On one side the figures symbhol-
izee the Arts, on the other Science, In-
dustry, Agriculture, and Commerce, A
winged Victory stands on the prow, with
o laurel wreath inone hand and a trampet
aplifted in the other, Father Time is at
the stern, steering with  his sevthe,
To the right and left of the barge tall
columns surmounted by eagles are reared,
and in front eight sea horses are urged
hy naked riders through the water, which
just in wdvance of them falls over three
steps into the lake below, Streams of
witer spout from the nostrils of the
norses ; in the rear a number of dolphins
vepeat the splash of the group in the
(ront, and all around the basin a system
of small jets shoot water to a height of
twenty feet. At night the fountain is to
be lighted by electricity. It will be a
really grand monument., The coneep-
tion is brilliant, and from all accounts,
it is being splendidly earried out. There
have been no unreasonable restrictions
placed upon the work in the matter of
scale.  The smallest figure on the barge
is twelve feet in height, and the largest
twenty feet, Four studios in Paris are
being used for Qe construction of the
fountain,

Streets of Cornl.

Gieorgetown, in the West Indies, is a
city of some little beauty.

‘eet in dinmeter, a child of six could
