tailey came from Tennessee to Texas i
1830, savs the Dallas News. While en
ronte in company with several others he

¢oming to Texas for. When all were
throngh it came to his turn, and he
said :

1 an :..{--illi: to Texas to es<tablish a
chareeter. 1 have not got any at home.,
and 1 am going to to try to establish
Oone 1N Tt"\iw."

He settled at Bailey's praive, and
saon after tronhle commenced with the
Mexicans, and he participated in the
battle of Velasca. He carried home
with him a eannon ball as a relie of thas
figrht.

When he came to die he requested te
he buriel standing up six feet under the
earth, which would require a grave of
meve than twelve feet in depth, as he
was 6 feet 2 inches in height. He alse
requested that there should be buried
with him his rifle, 100 rounds of ammn.
nition, his buteher-knife, two plugs of
tobacco, one bottle of whiskey, his dog
and the cannon ball from Velasca. All
this was done with the exception of the
dog.

He died at home in 1838 on Bailey's
pravie, Brazobia Connty, and was buried
on Ovster Creck.  He was liked and re
spocted by all who knew him.,
