The first Wall-street King was Jacob
Little, who ruled the stock market at a
time when J.lf Gould was a schoolboy
and when William H. Vanderbilt was a
clerk in Daniel Drew’s brokerage office.
Little was then reputed to make $20,-
000 a year, which was considered an
immense income. He was a bold oper-
ator, but ended in failure and died
poor. Among the speculators who
Appeared in the exchange when Little
passed away, were Addison G. Jerome

and his brother Leonard, both of whom
made money rapidly during the infla-

tion, but lost it with almost equal ra. |

. pidity and eventually became poor
men. Le Grand Lockwood was also a
bold operator, who became rich enough
to build a palace and pay $10,000 for
Bierstadt's picture of the Yosemite
Valley, but he, too, failed and the

alace soon passed into other haunds.
r)aniel Drew was one of the big men
in Wall street when Gould made his
debut there. He was a power in Erie,
but could not hold against other giants
and then he tried his strength in Wa-
bash, which dwindled to nothing, and
in this manner “old Dannell” lost every-
thing. Henry N. Smith and William
Heath were also prominent contempo-
raries with Gould and both became rich,
but their wealth went as it came and
they died poor. Heath was imprisoned
in Ludlow-street jail, whence he was

only liberated in time to die in a decent |

dwelling.

Commodore Garrison was also one of
the Wall-street giants of that day, but
he felt the keen edge of misfortune.
Anthony Morse was a meteor of splen-
did success and for at least one season
was the wonder of Wall street, but Le,
too, failed miserably and died before
life had passed its noon. Johm N.
Tobin was another Wall-street magnate,
aud was at one time President of the

Hudson River Railroad, but he, too, |

failed and died poor. William R.
Travers, Augustus Schell, Horace I
Clark and Harvey Kennedy were prom -
