Years ngo the JOURNAL was laugh-
ed at for affivming that primarily own-
ers of land were not required to fence
their holdings.

Tlie other day the Baltimore Sun
answered a query as follows :

Under the common law of England no
fences are required. Owners of cattle keep
them at home and are responsible for the
damage done by them when they escape.
This law prevails in Maryland, except where
changed by an act of Assembly. In some
few of the counties the old law is 1n force, but
in nearly all of them there are local laws
which require division fences.

Which seems to settle the matter.

In these counties the owner of cattle is re-
sponsible for damage done by them if they
escape from the enclosure by reason of his
own defective fence. If, however, the de-
fective fence belongs to the person damaged,
he cannot recover.
