No More Knooking Down,

Time was that a passenger conductor
on u railroad rarning out of I'hiladel-
phia used to drive to the depot iu a fine
carringe, with a driver in livery, when.
ever he was going to take out his train,
He returned a small fortune when Le
was investigated. Those were the days
when conductors had a chance to steal
the fares that were
passengers who did not have tickets.
Very many of them did steal. Sums
ns great as seventy-five thousand dol.
lars have been recovered from thieving
conductors, It is told of one of these

paid to them by |

Il

conductors that he once collected a fare |

from a man who was one cent short |

of the full amount. The passenger

made good the shortage in a few days, |

and said to the conductor, “I suppose
you hane turned in my fare, and now
you will keep this penny?* 'The con-
ductor looked at him., *“Oh, no," said
he; “I pocketed the fare, and am going
to turn this penny in to the compuny.”

All this business is a thing of the
past. To-day conductors get few
chaunces to profit unduly. Not only are
passengers obliged to have their tickets
punched at the depots in the principal
towns, but a far closer watch than that
is kept upon the tickets. On the great
roads the numbers of the tickets sold
for each train are charged against that
train. If a man buys a ticket and car-
ries it several days without using it,
that ticket is still chorgoed against the
train it was sold for. If saveral tickets
thus charged are pol turned in, the
company looks into the case. If a con-
ductor should take tickets, as used to
be done, and turn them in to a friendly
agent, unpunched, to be sold again, hie
accounts would not agree with the sta-
tion agents’ or the general passenger
agents' records, and he would be called
upon to explain the irregularity. Al.
most the only chance a dishonest con-
ductor has to “nip"” a fare now is when
a man at a flag station has not been
able to buy a tick t. The conductor is
pretty certain to give him a rebate
check, becanse the stray passenger
may be a spotter,
