ODER, Editor,
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False Alarm.

The order of superintendent B. 8.
Randolph fixing thirteen years as the
minimum age for boys at work in the
mine has raised some discussion among
misinformed people.

The JOURNAL believes that a rule of
similar effect has been in force at all the
mines of the Consolidation coal ecom
pany. but age varying from twelve to
fourteen years,

Mr. Randolph’s action has averaged
the difference and made the require-
ment uniform.

Moreover, there is said to be a law
in force in Penasylvania fixing the
age at fourteen years. Mr. Randolph
is, therefore, more liberal to the miners
who want their boys in the mines
than the Pennsylvania law-makers.

The most remarkable utterance upon
the subject comes from the Cumber-
land 7'imes, which, after commending
some comments of the Lonaconing
Review says :

But in the absence of a law requiring that
all these boys be sent to school, and in the
absence of any provision for their support
while going to school, it becomes a question
as to how their bodies are to be nourished
while their brains are being fed.

We touch here upon a dangerous ground.
The verge of a socialistic state. For if the
State is to make theeducation of these boys
compulsory and Mr. Randolph is to forbid
their employment in his mines, it is the duty
of the State to see to it that provision is made
for their support while getting this schooling,
and the way to make this provision is to im-
pose a tax which will fall bheavily upon Mr.
wandolph’s company's land.

Both the HReview and Mr. Randolph are
treading on very thin ice when they advise
compulsory education without providing
means for sapporting those to be educated,
for it 1s a notorious fact that at the wages
paid for mining compared with the cost of
living as it is, the lot of the miner of this re-
gion, who has to support his sons after twelve
years of age, is not an altogether happy one.

This argument begins and ends
with the presumption that the miners
are worse off than they are.

Those not able to take care of their
children until thirteen years of age
are few and most frequently unworthy
of the consideration implied.

For the vast majority, therefore,
the State need make no compulsory
school law. The miners, like other
people, are looking to estates for their
children higher than theirown. They
are moving upward pretty rapidly,
too. Edueation, polite culture, general
refinement, and the means of advance-
ment along these lines are far ahead of
the social and ethieal conditions of
twenty years ago. Miners’ boys of
that era are now teachers, doctors,
lawyers, preachers and priests, and
the contagion of aspiration and effort
to rise above the drudgery of toil grows
more and more marked every year.

It is just possible, therefore, that
Mr. Randolph’s order, which, we re-
peat, is not a new one, has suggested
in some cases, promoted in others and
driven boys in still others to seek a
liyelihood on higher, easier, more con
genial levels.

But down in its most mercenary
aspect, how can the 7'imes’ alternatives
be a matter of alarm here when law
has for some time made one of them a
sine qua non elsewhere ?

Comparative Figures.

In a table published by the Ledger it
is shown that the JOURNAL received
$08,.38 for work the Ledger did for
Foo0.40,

Great stress seems to be laid upon
the number of times eertain adyertising
appeared in the Ledger, assuming that
the publie does not diseriminate be-
tween the character, composition and
make-up of the papers.

The Ledger appears to forget, too,

that whatever Council may have
thought of it as a paper its members
and oflicers did not patronize it more
than the JOURNAL because it was
“right” to do so. Had they been thus
actuated they would have given more
work to the paper that had more in-
terest in the town and paid more
taxes.
* The vital guestion at issue, then,
Is—not one of circulation, number of
times, rates of charges, ete., but why
did Council give 50 per cent of its work
to the concern that pays only 10 per
cent, of the printing taxes 7

In another form—why did Council
think it “right” to give only 17 per
cent, of its work to the concern that
paid 67 per cent of the printing taxes?

When these two questions are an-
swered by the old Councilmen—not
the Lnf;;rr, let us know the exact
reason why in their very last act they
gave the Ledger the exclusive publica-
tion—100 per cent,—of their most im-
portant paper ?

The JOURNAL wants it distinetly un-
derstood that it does not make these
points from any mercenary point of
view whatever. There is a principle
involved much higher than woney
considerations—a principle embodied
in the answer to these questions—

People, is it *‘right” for Council to
take your work and give it to the
paper that flatters Council, and thus
punish the paper that does not reach
for its handkerchief every time a
Councilman sneezes !
