But the local soothsayers ought to be
finding out by this time that their woes
are not national; that wool develop-
ment in West Virginia and ship-build-
ing in Delaware are not indispensable
to the welfare and glory of all the
common people.

Indeed, the bone and sinew of the
country are beginning to feel that the
special boosts given by government to
such concerns as Harlan & Hollings-
worth is not the fair thing. The re-
cent history of this firm is given by
the Cumberland News as follows :

The Harlan & Hollingsworth company is
now one of the largest ship-building firms of
the country. A few years ago it was com-
paratively an unpretentious establishment,
struggling for existence in the presence of
greater rivals,

It was bad enough for government
to select a particular interest tofoster,

firm and hoist it over ‘“‘greater rivals.”

everything miners consume, from an
average of 47 to 67 per cent, ?

This brings us to a point where it is
our duty to assure the miners that the
‘“hbeneficent arms” of ‘‘the protective
system"” were never built to shield
them from the rapacity of the consums-
crsof conl. 1t wasat the latter's behest
that protection was absolutely taken off
of coal in 1872 and that article reduced
to the revenue basis,

In conclusion, mark this predietion
—whenever, if ever, coal is made free
of duty it will be at the demand of
protectionists who are free traders
enough to believe in free raw materials,
and that of all raw materials coal 18
the rawest.
