A government really of the people
and conducted dy the people for the
people could not do what the News
says was done for Harlan & Hollings-
worth.

Hence, the logic of protection argues
partiality for one class, discrimination
against another class.

It cannot possibly be otherwise.

For if all were protected alike, the
advantages of protection sought by
protectionists would be lost to pro-
tectionists.

Government, however, is pledged—
not to give, but to confirm to all the
people forever the rightful enjoyment
of equal right to ‘‘life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness.” Ithas no more
right to interfere with the lawful
trades of the people than with their
legitimate domestic affairs.

But suppose it has.

Why, then, has it not taken coal
more securely under its wing? Why
did it let over a million tons of foreign
coal in last year? Why did it not do
for all our corporations and miners
what it did for Harlan & Hollings-
worth? Wae are helpless; there is no
recourse for us outside. Not so with

Harlan & Hollingsworth. Listen :

~{f it (the Jour~aL) will study more close
ly the article from the News upon which it
comments, it will discover that the Harlan
& Hollingsworth company is preparing for
the introduction of the democratic theory by
getting ready to purchase in England that
which it was able and willing to employ
American skill and labor to manufacture
here under the republican system of protec-
tion.

Is that not rather a poor return for
Harlan & Hollingsworth to make for
the governmental boost which has
raised them to affluence? What are
we to think of the patriotism of
proteges and the loyalty of pets who
can shed each virtue so easily in the
sight of cheaper goods?

Yet these men were protected—men
whom it is now shown did not need
protection, while coal that does need
it, that has nothing whatever to fall
back upon—not even Harlan & Hol-
lingsworth, if they can get it cheaper
in England—coal has had to get along
under the nominal aegis of a merely
revenue tariff rate.

Consumers, however—that class
which constitutes the overwhelming
majority of the country, are fortunate
in learning one lesson from Messrs.

That is—
if that firm can purchase materials in
England st an advantage, and if it is
right for ‘‘protected” people to do so,
it surely cannot be wrong in those for
whom government has done nothing to
go into the same market,.

No matter how much you may do for a
man—you may admire 90 per cent. of his
qualities, and be thick with him 364 days, 23
hours, 30 minutes and 50 seconds; but, if
then you touch him on his hobby, or say
that you think he might by some possibility
be mistaken, or have a tail-feather less than
the biggest of the angels—I tell you, my
friend, that last second's work will knock the
bottom out of all the hitherto, unless you
are dealing with a man who has an idea that
he don't “know it all,”” or at least knows
very little mnore than that.

Paradoxes.

One of the alleged over-protected
and bounty-fed products of this
country is silver.

Yet, if we err not, the Cumberland
News is in favor of withdrawing the
governments abounding favor there-
from.

Why?

Because the result is—over-produec-
tion has occasioned so great an infla-
tion of dasis, not of currency, that the
reaction is telling heavily against the
commercial business of the country.

Now, suppose high protection should
give us in the same way a great big
shipyard in every seaport ecity, and a
rolling-mill, glass works, tin plate
mill, ete., in every inland town, would
there not soon be more goods than
consumers--just as there 18 more silver
than people who want silver?

For it must be remembered that high
protection draws noline, and can draw
no line between a superabundance of
manufacturing development and just
enough of it.

And where it can draw a line, as in
coal, it does not exercise its preroga-
tive, but lets that article incur com-
petition enough to rob the labor which
raises it to the surface of over $700,000
A year.

If, too, we place the Cumberland
News right, that paper would remove
the bounty from silver at the behest
of exactly those very foreign interests
from whose competition it would
‘“‘protect” all American products! The
people whom the super-loyal Harlan
& Hollingsworth will now patronize,
and of whom we should be entirely
independent, are the very people
whose demand for the destruction of
silver the News is unconsciously
voicing.

Yet Harlan & Hollingsworth should
live and flourish, and silver die and be
damned.

Why ?

The JOURNAL does not intend nor
desire to impeach the republican
party’s attitude toward coal any farther
than the facts of history and political
biography warrant.

Its object in discussing the tariff as
it relates to and involves coal is to
show that there is probably less to fear
now than since the war of interruption
of its status, since it is already down
to the revenue basis.

With no strictly partisan purpose,

Moreover, who left miners, thus
really unprotected, to fight their way
against a legion of protected indus-
tries ?

But the JOURNAL will not insist upon
answers to these questions if the News
will answer one—just one—namely :

Why did not Mr. McComas have the
tariff on coal incroased ?

It needed it just as much as any
other article, yet it nowhere ever ap-

peared that he propmsed, or even sug-
