Since these gentlemen know all at
once #0 much of prospective causes,
they might inform democratic skeptics
what tariff change expectation was it
that precipitated the panic maugu-
rated inthe Jay Cooke failure in 18731

And if demonetized silver has only
its share of blame to bear now, what
proposed tariff changes then divided
the dishonor with silver when it was
first degraded in this country to a
commodity ?

formal shape has been given in publie
meetings, speeches, preambles, reso-
lutions, ete.

At one of these gatheriogs the fifth

‘‘resolve” adopted reads as follows:

We are unqualitiedly opposed to contract-
ing a bonded debt our posterity may never
live to see discharged.

This consideration for the welfare
of the generations unborn is as rare
as it is tender, as unreserved as it is
sweeping.

For the practice in these go-ahead
days is to forget that any are to take
up the burdens where we lay them
down. Or, if we think of the matter at
all, to consider that those for whom we
build should assume the liabilities as
well as the assets of their inbheritance.

But imagine how dismal the spirit

of melancholy which must have moved
an assembly to lose faith all at once
in the predisposition of the human race
to reproduce itself, world without end !

Or think of a congregation of Jere-
miahs weeping over modern degener-
acy and through their tears viewing in
the wide prospect of future times--not
the dispersion, but the extinction of
the race!

Or, to go back further—let us adopt
for each of the promulgators of the
aforesaid resolution No. 5 Adam’s
anpouncement concerning himself, as
reported by John Milton—

In me all posterity stands cursed.

Having put ourselves in the places
of the authors of No. 5 and its kindred
resolves, we can easily see that one of
two new conditions is possible—nay.
probable, if not inevitable :

1, That a bonded debt may become
perpetual, and—

2, That **posterity” may be limited
toa line somewhere this side of the
remotest generation.

This critigue is, therefore, designed
to show that the careless, thoughtless,
or extravagant phraseology of declara-
tions against measures of public im-
provement always betray the true
animus of mossback hostility. With a
range of foresight bounded by the ends
of theit noses, the “‘resoluters” can see
nothing even inaninvestment that im-
mediately stimulates growth of the tax-
able basis, and with affected solicitude
for the welfare of their children’s chil-
dren, they assume thatall evolution in
the domain of economical development
has come to an end.

In short, like all obstructionists of
public improvement, they were hard
up for an argument—a situation which
forced the employment of desperate
hyperbolism and the indulgence of
headlong pessimism,

It is our pleasure, therefore, as it is
our duty to inform the propaganda of
resolution No. 5 and all their in-
numerable mossback sympathizers
throughout the couatry that no debt
can survive posterity, and that as the
Lord gave Canaan to Abram and his
seed forever, so does He constantly
confirm to His chosen ones here their
inalienable title to this lovely ““land of
promise.”
