The Accldent Which Revealed the Opals
of Washington.
Near the eastern boundary of Wash.

ington State and only four or five miles
from Moscow, Idaho, are the Hall and
Rainey opal mines.

Repairing to the locality these
Sau Francisco experts soon learned
where these gems came from, and found
several others in the rock pile near the
old well.

open it up, but were soon shown that
the title of the farmer was perfected by
Eutam, nad so lostall, Had they acted
onestly and purchased the farm or
bought »n interest they might have
beon enviched with its owner. |

Tne discovery was made on the slop-
ing hillside adjoining another eighty
aores, nearly all of which lay in the
bottom., It was readily seen that this
eighty ueres, together with 480 acres
adjoiniog and lying on three sides of
it, was the hest situated for future op-
erations, and being prospected proved
excoslingly valuable.
