a Fascinating and Intellectually frofit-

itable Occupation—A Knowledge whicl
Ezxocites Delight and Admiration.

Many are under the impression that
to study botany means simply to learn
Latin names, and that the knowledge ol
these names is its onlgoond and aim. If
this were the truth botany would in-
deed be & dry study, though there
would still be some benefit in being able
to speak of plants exactly instead or
inexactly, and to speak of any possible
plant instead of a restricted number.

But to learn Latin names is only the
first step in learning to know the plante
they represent—a needful step if one's
knowledge is ever to amount to much
but in no sense an end or aim. When &
simple handbook can be used so that
the name of & plant can be found in it
(the common name always &ppearing
with the scientifio), then all other facts
about the plant can be read at a single
glance ; and unless this can be done
most of these faots will never be gath-
ored. Knowing the name, we find the

manner of the growth of the plant, the |

region where it is common or rare, the
oharacter of the spots where it may be

for blooming and fruiting, and its rela-
tionship to other species, with the facts
upon which this relationship is found.

Or if he discovers that the
pretty little bunch berry, which car-
ots some woody spot is first cousin to
he big flowering dogwood, and dis-

Let him
Jearn why an orchid is an orchid, why
the tiny ladies’ trosses deserve the
pame as much as the gorgeous cattle-
eye or oncidium of the greenhouse, and
he has gained something which surely
sannot decrease his enjoyment of the
beauty of either.
ut to do this, it may be objected,
beautiful flowers must be pulled to
pieces, and this will “deaden the senso
of beauty.” By no means. The truth
is quite the other way. No one who
has not once pulled a flower to pieces
cop realize, in the great majority of
ohses, how beautiful it is. All ite beauty
is not in its larger features or on the
outside of its cup. In the interior, in
the hidden recesses where the great
work of reproduction goes on in &
myriad different ways, each more mar-
vellous and admirable than the other—
bere resides o great part of the beauty
of all flowers and the greater part of
the beauty of not a few,

Even if it led to nothing but a knowl-
edge of nature’s delight in making the
tiniest features gof her productions love-
lﬂ' to our eyes, the close examination of

oral structures would be well worth
many hours of a busy man’s time,
Once this has been learned, we do not
need always to see it. Beeing the
flower as & whole, we notonly know
its name, habits and relationships, but
remember its structure, The exterion

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WELL CONDUCTED.
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A Union Managed by Women Which Is &
Model of Its Kind,

Unions of all sorts have a great hold
upon the German people. Bakers, car-
rnhﬂ. tailors have their vereins, ex-

ting for both social and business ends.
Such unions among women are, of
course, more rare, since the majority
are still exceedingly domestic and in-
terested in but a few thinge outside
their home. We do find, however,
various housekeepers’ clubs in existence.
The Vienna Housekeepers’ Union is a
model of its kind. From the time I be-
came a member of this admirable insti-
tution, said a lady who spent some time
in Germany, I bought from the co-
operative store of the club nearly all
food and house-furnishing goods, used
its list of reliable firms in allits branches
of business, and its recommendations
for seamstresses and other hand work-
ers. There were no profitless morninge
spent in shopping. My written orders
came filled with the utmost care and
were delivered by an intelligent man
who could answer questions about
goods not on the pricelist. During the
year of my membership I made a care-
ful study of the workings of this club,
visited its cooking and training schools
for domestics, and attended its annual
meeting to hear the reports and ad-
dresses of its officers, and I came to be-
lieve that its success was owing to the
enthusiasm and fine executive ability of
a few women who had founded it and
who had ever since faithfully served it.
In 1889 it had been in existence for fif-
teen years,and had a membership of 2600
women, representing as many families,
Its intenlion was to forward * the prac-
tical interests of the household,” Dbut
from this wide field it had selected twe
oints of attack. It aimed to reduce
the cost of living by furuishing goods
of the best quality and at reasonable
prices, and to provide good house ser-
vice by means of a training school and
a free intelligence office. Consultation
as to housekeeping methods formed no
part of its work. The German house-
wife needs no instruction here. She

' keeps house very much as her mother

did, and those methods she learned be-
fore she was married. Centuries of
training have had effect even upon tho
palate in Germans, and certain tastes
go with certain means., This makes
such a degree of public cooking praoc-
ticable as relieves the household from
all baking and from the preparation of
all food that can be cold, or indeed hot
within certain limits. It greatly re-
duces the labor done in the house and
renders a not too exacting routine
possible, In these older countries the
art of living when considered with re-
gard to the means at disposal is a far
more perfect thing than with us. Ae-
customed to the judicious use of a cer-
tain inoome in her mother's house, the
young wife, once granted the money
necessary for a certain style of living,
only needs a little executive ability,and
this quality is ll?lﬂl at hand, p{ainly
inherited along with her old mahogany
and linen, to direct her competent ser-
vants and to achiove such results in her
housekeeping as will be highly satisfac-
tory to her family and friends.
