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WILD CATTLE AND DOGS.

R ———

Domestic Animals That Have Gone Wil
on the Sandwich Islands.

Humphrey B. Kendrick, the Califor-
nia collector of archaeological and other
ocuriosities, who was for many months
in the distant island of Ha in the
Sandwich group, says that one thing in
the Sandwich Islands attracted his at-
tention and made a lasting impression
upon him. That was the great num-
ber of animals gone wild, says the San
Francisoo Examiner.

These were taken there soon sfter
Navigator Cook's discovery., BSome
wandered away, and now there are im-
mense bands. They comprise,wild cat-
tle, wild dogs, and wild hogs. He is
not certain, but the latter have always
been there, but if so, these and a curi-
ous little wild goose are the only indig-
enous creatures,

“The wild dogs hunt in packs,” he
said, “and are exceedingly ferocious.”
When domestic dogs go wild, they be-
come in time a great deal like wolves.
These inhabit the higher mountains,
and are so vicious that they

e

If they are on horseback they don’t usu-
ally doit. The dogs are of various
colors, and they are pretty good-sized.

“Large numbers of wild cattle are
also found in the Pine Mountains, that
is up as bigh in the mountains as the
pines grow. They graze up as high as

the snow line. I have some friends |

near Kona engaged in the stock busi-
ness, and they shoot down a good many
of the wild oattle and use the meat for
their men. There are vast bands of
them. They are very fleet, but they
are in good condition most of the time.

*The hogs that so long ago went wild
have grown small and run to snout and
tusks. They are very savage. In many
respects they resemble the peccaries.
Away over the south one of the small
islands are large bands of wild horses,”

Califoranal Gold Hunters.

No matter how often he is disap-
pointed in his search for gold, the

Ernapautor never loses hope; some day
e will strike it rich,” and come into
camp with a sack full of rich ore
Meanwhile his life, though not without
its privations, is comparatively free
from care, and he enjoys it; his dislike
of routine employment is intense. The

' old and seasoned gold hunter usually

“summers” in someé mining camp or
small railroad town on ?ho desert,
where his tales of a once profitable
vledge” or “claim” seldom fail to pro-
cure for him the credit or the cash
necessary for an early start in the fall,
the person so furnishing the needful,
being said to “grub-stake,” the miner,
in return for which he usually acquires
a half interest in the prospective dis-
coveries, The sum reclnirad to pur-
chase a complete “outfit” for a winter’s
campaign may be roughly fixed at three
hundred dollars. This will buy a con-
ple of mules, a wagon and bharness, a
stock of provisions consisting mainly
of bacon, potatoes—called “spuds”—
coffee and flour, a few miners tools’
and a roll of blankets, over all of
which is drawn a broad and heavy
piece of canvas to protect from heat,
dust and rain. A barrel to carry water
for “dry camps” is slung on one side,
and if going to a section of desert with-
out grass, half the load must be barley
and baled hay for the animals, The
start for the winter trip is usually made
in the early part of November, when
the heavy rains have filled up the
springs and basins in therocks, These
“tanks,” as they are called, abound in
the Eagle mountain district, and their
location is known to experienced travel-
lers. Nevertheless, the danger of scar-
city of water is very great, and although
rich in gold bearing deposits this re-
gion is but little travellel. A long
day's journey over the burning sands
to an empty tank has proved the last
disappointment in many a poor fellow's
wanderings. The gold is usually found
in veins of quarts cropping out from
hill or mountain side. They vary
from an inch in thickness to many feet,
the narrow veins being often very rich.
When the gold hunter has found his
prospect, his first care is to ascertain as
nearly as possible the direction and
length of the vein at the surface. He
then measures a olaim fifteen hundred
feet long by six hundred wide, being
twenty acres, so as best to include his
discovery whether it be a vein or a
“placer” claim of sand or gravel. A
monument of stones is built at each
corner of this parallelogram and a 1ifth
at the point where he has begun work,
also a notice containing a description
of the olaim is posted, a copy of which
is sent to the county seat for record.
Each year after the onein which the
discovery is made Uncle Sam requires
the claimant to do one bundred dollars’
worth of work on the olaim in order
that he may hold it, but after five hun-
dred dollars are so expended in de-
velopment, a patent willissue on ap-
plication snd psyment to the govern-
ment of the United States of five dol-
lars per acre or one hundred dollars in
all, after which the prospector or owner
holds the title without further duty or
expense.
