The New Gas Engine.

The new eight-horse power gas en-
gine, lately invented and completed
by J. T. H. Paul, is an interesting
portion of the operating motive power
at the Frostburg iron works., The
JOURNAL witnessed its work a few
days ago and is conyinced that it is a
powerful motor, at the same time safe,
simple, durable and cheap. Like all
gas engines its expense begins and
ends with actual operation, and unlike
all others Mr. Paul's machine is en-
tirely free of complicated mechanism.
The motion to valves is a positive one,
wrought by two eccentries and A com-
pound rocker, making a moyement
which will wear for years. Every
charge of gas and air is fired. There
are no sliding valves; all are of the
poppet type, and, with the movement,
are such as can be easily repaired by
any machinist. The engine is guaged
to run 180 revolutions per minute, but
has been run to 200, It consumes
about 17 feet of gas per indicated
hor:e-power per hour, which makes it
an exceedingly cheap motor when it is
considered that it requires no engineer
and makes no ashes. Mr. Paul has
called it the Columbian Gas Engine,
inasmuch as it is a prodact of the eur-
rent era worthy of distinction.

As alluded to last week, the Cumber-
land Frie Presse endorses the JOURNAL's
estimate of Potomae water and its
opinion that deep well boring is the
sine qua non of a pure and plentiful
supply for the city.

The articleis liberally transiated and
submitted to the JOURNAL by & German

friend :

The Cumberland News and the Frostburg
JourNaL differ upon the Water supply ques-
tion as they do upon political questions, The
News holds that water is cleaner and less in-
jurious to health when it has lowed several
miles over a sand bed than at the spring, ana
declares for the Potomac water. The Jour-
NAL, on the other hand, maintains that water
is cleanest and purest at the spring.

And J. B. Oder is right.

If spring water runs over a bed of sand
without tributaries from pasture fields and
farms—in that case the Newa' opinion might
be right, for the different harmful bodies
contained in the water wight be left behind.

But where are such streams and rivers?

The mountain rnivulets dripping from the
glaciers of Switzerland ure of such a character,
but no stream which flows through a thickly
settled country, especially the Potomac from
the mouth of Georges (reek, which brings
down the filth of the coal rerion as far as
Cumberland, besides the many little streams
which have their origin in manure piles.

That all the impurities are left behind be-
fore the water reaches us is hardly to be be-
lieved. Moreover, the analysis of the water,
which has been made ten times and is now
unnecessarily to be made again, proves that
it is nothing else but vegetable and animal
substance.

Why waste words over it ?

It is an indisputable fact that the Potomac
is not fit as a source for dowestic water
supply.

There are people, however, who maintain
that a wall is black if even a half-blind per-
son sees that it is white as snow. To that
