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WEALTH PRODUCERS.

A Tew Inventors Have Furnished Ia-
erensed Weanlth to All

In this age the majority of single
roducts are produced by great num-
rs of men, and one cannot say, in a
literal sense, than any one man pro-
duces any one thing. According to
W. M. Mallock, in the North American
Review, the same number of men
who, in the United States, in the ycur
1840, produced wealth to the value of
$1,000,000,000 per year, are producing
this pregsent year wealth to the value of
$2,300,000,000. In proportion to the
number of producers the product has
been more than doubled, while if the
inquiry is carried back to 1800 the then
product is now trebled. This increase
in the productivity of the same number
of producers must be due to some
cause or causes which are in operation
now, and which were not in operation
then. These causes are sclentific in-
vention and discovery, and improved
methods of dividing and aplying labor.
These improvements are not the work
of chance, or of nature, but have been
brought about by the deliberate and
persistent action of a few men, and
the millions said to be due to the im-
provements are really due to these
men by whom the improvements were
introduced. These men, who are a
very small minority, correspond, broad-
ly speaking, with the wealthler class-
es, and out of every hundred million
dollars produced in the United States
to-day these men produce at least $66,-
000,000. Instead of the riches of the
few being taken from the products of
the many the present competence of
the many is taken from the products of
the few, who produce the whole of the
wealth which they enjoy, and also
every increase of wealth which is, year
by year, enjoyed by the many. Labor
s the industrial exertion of a single
man on some single plece of work only.
Ability is the industrial exertion of a
single man which affects simultaneous-
ly the labor of many men, multiplying
and improving the results of it in each
case. There is an inventive ability
and an ability of enterprise. Capital
s the economically saved creation of
ast ability. Interest is the sum paid
y ability for the use of capital to the
owners of capital. That labor plays
a subordinate part in production In no
way casts a slur on the general quall-
ties of the laborer. Wealth is not the
measure of a man, and many a laborer
may be far superior as a man to the
man on whose industrial abillity he is
absolutely dependent as a laborer. He
should not long remain thus depend-
ent, but by co-operation should gain
ability to manage his share of the
world's work, if necessary to social
freedom. But an accurate study of
the dally work of the world will show
that the few, however inferior morally,
produce the larger part of the wealth
of the modern world; that wealth is
not, as commonly sald, the result of
soclal labor only, but is the result of
social labor multiplied by ablility; and
whatever claims the public may have
on the wealth of the minority, that

claim cannot be sustalned on the |

ground that the public has produced
this wealth, for the minority as a body
have not only produced the whole of
it, but a vast amount besides, which
the public has already appropriated.

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THE LIFE OF A DETECTIVE.

It Involves Much Prosale, Hard Work,
with Very Little Romanoe,

“Selecting suitable men and training
them for the detective business is not
the easiest part of our work,” sald an
old detective the other day. “In fact,
it is the hardest thing we have to con-
tend with to get honest, bright men
whom we can trust and rely upon.
We select our men from all branches
of human endeavor, and a rallroad
brakeman, carpenter, store clerk, or
any man in the humblest walks of life
is often found to make the best detec-
tive. The first question asked of an
applicant Is whether he can read and
write. If he is not famillar with these
common branches his application is at
once thrown into the waste-basket and
he is told his services are not needed.
On the other hand, if a bright young
man comes into the office and possess-
es these two qualities, he recelves at-
tention. A blank aplication sheet is
given him and he writes out his his-
tory from childhood up. This is placed
on file and he is told to eall again. 1In
the meantime his past life is most thor-
oughly investigated and if the slight-
est flaw is discovered the application
goes into the waste-basket.

“The first work that is given to a
new man is ‘shadowing.’ This consists
in getting on the track of a certain
person, keeping him in sight and
watching his movements without let-
ting him know it. This is the inciplent
branch of the business, and contrary
to ordinary ways of starting a man

" with the easiest work we give him the

hardest. Usually he is accompanied
by one of the old men whq are famil-
lar with the work and who gives him
instructions. It does not take the ex-
perienced man long to learn the ability
of his scholar, and after two or three
trials he makes a report to the office.
If the new man has shown any apti-
tude for the work he is at once placed
on the salary list and given a job.

“This ‘shadowing’ business is one of
the most important branches of detee-
tive work, and to do it successfully re-
quires the skill of an artist, and not
one man out of half a hundred Is suit-
nble for it.

“New men are watched ecarefully
during the first few months they are
with us, and while many of them think
they are full-fledged ‘shadowers’ a de-
tective 18 on their heels all the time
watching thelr movements, They do
not know this, as it would not do to
let them know too much., It is an er
roneous idea that a man in one de
partment knows what is going on in
the other. He knows nothing except

' his individual work, as the men are

not anllowed to talk to each other on
matters pertaining to the business in
any way. Neither are they allowed to
enter the business office or communi-
cate with the clerical force. The work
has been sharpened down to such a
fine point that a man can go to China
and back, being gone for weecks at a
time, and his most Intimate friend
will never know it. Of course his ab-
sence is noticed, but then men are so
tralned that they ask no questions,
When men take a position on our force
they sign an iron-clad agreement never
to accept any presents of money or
jewelry that may be offered them by
people for whom they have accom-
plished a good job, This is done to
prevent our clients from saying that
they are working for reward, and any
man caught taking anything except his
salary is summarily discharged. It
often happens that after a detective
has recovered a large amount of stolen
jowelry, found some missing friend, or
solved a murder mystery he is offered
a reward, and many times it is a large
amount, but it throws discredit upon
the force to have men accept such
lt]hh:gﬂ. and we do not allow them to
O |It.

Hitherto cannibalism among the
crickets has been noticed only among
captives, but I am now enabled ta
state that under certailn conditions
cannibalism is present among some or-
thoptera in the free state, at all events
among the locusts,

In the summer of 1888, /in which the
excessive heat and drought had brought
about the nearly entire disappearance
of the vegetation in a good part of the
country, and more particularly in the
broken country of the Banda Oriental,
I had occasion to make a journey from
San Jose to Mercedes. At one place,
Las Diedras, at which the diligence
stopped, I noticed great numbers of
locusts of the species Pegotettix vittl.
ger, Pezotettix maculipennis and Pezot-
ettix arrogans, which covered the
ground and rocks.

My attention was attracted by the
fact of sceing around one locust a
number of other individuals of the
same species, which were eating Its
soft parts even while it was yet allve
and protesting vigorously. I saw differ-
ent attacks, in which the conquerors,
two or three at a time, got hold of the
wenker members of thelr own kind,
throwing them over, and opening the
abdomen in order to devour the en-
tralls, these being the softer and more
savory portions, since they still con-
tained some of the vegetable food.
Canniballsm here appeared in its low-
est development, and the numerous re-
mains of those which had been eaten
bore witness to the extent to which
the process had been carried.

In the face of facts of this character,
it seems certain that nothing is sa
in Nature, when the tgrolongatlon 0
life, for the sake of the preservatio

of the species, is concerned.—Carl Berg
in Natural Sclence.

The Anatomy of the Oyster,

A clam is considered as an emblem
of stupldity and callousness.

A Celestial Metal.

An analysis of the aerolite which, on
April 8, fell on Ossawatomie, Kan,, in-
juring the statue of John Brown,whick

| Horace Greeley erected there, has givep
interesting results,

The analysis wus
made by United States Assayer Joplin
He found in it igneous rock, iron and
graphite; but about one-fourth of the
mass consisted of a metal unknown to
the professor, and, as he believes, with-
It i8 of minute
crystals, perfectly white, resembling
snow in appearance; but its specific
gravity is four times as great as that
of gold., It is both malleable and duc-
tile, but could not be worked without
great power, as it is exceedingly tough.
It Is very sensitive to electricity. When
a single wire connected with an electric
fan was applied to it, the strange stuft
started, was convulsed llke some living
thing and as suddenly became quies-
cent. The most interesting result of
the analysis, however, was furnished
by the spectroscope. Its rays, when
the metal was subjected to great heat,
gave the same lines as those found in
trum of the sun, to the source
of which the name Helilum has been
given, No one knows what kind of
metal hellum is; the only thing knowu

that no metal on earth known to acl
sntists gives the same lines in the spec-
trum. It seems probable that this
erystalline substance Is helium, and If
0, the question arises whether the
acrolite fromy which it was obtained
wis cast off from the syn or from
some planet or star of like compoaosition,
Of its celestial origin there can be no
question since its elements are not of
the earth,
