Specimen Statues from the Archives of
Conneotieut.

The words “blue laws,” says the
Youth's Journal, are often seen in the
newspapers of to-day, but just why
they are thus named is known to com-
paratively few persons. We therefore
name a few of them.

They
were printed on blue paper. They be-
long to the State of Connecticut.
Here are some of them:

“No one shall be a freeman or have a
vote unless he is converted and a mem-
ber of one of the churches allowed in
the Dominion.”

“No dissenter from the essential wor-
ship of this Dominion shall be allowed
to give a vote for electing magistrates
or any officer.”

“No food or lodging shall be offered
to a heretic.”

“No one shall cross the river on the
Sabbath but an authorized clergyman.”

“No one shall travel, cook victuals,
make beds, sweep houses, cut hair or
shave on the Babbath day.”

“No one shall kiss his or her children
on the Babbath or feasting days.”

“The Sabbath day shall begin at sun-
set Saturday.”

“Whoever wears clothes trimmed
with gold, silver or bone lace above
one shilling a yard shall be presented
by the grand jurors, and the selectmen
shall tax the estate £300.”

“Whoever brings cards or dice into
the Dominion shall be fined £5.”

“No one shall eat mince ples, dance,
pl:ﬁ cards or play any lustrument of
music except the drum, trumpet or
jewsharp.”

“No man shall court a maid in person
or by letter without obtalning the con-
sent of her parents; £5 penalty for the
first offense, £10 for the second, and
for the third imprisonment during the
pleasure of the Court.”
