Most of the
mines are working on full time, and coal is
being pushed [OFfward to consumers at
minimum rates of freight., New York harbor
shipping ports are suffering on account of
these shipments to Sound ports which are
being made from the lower ports. The
transportation of coal from the mines to
tide-water is still poor, and at times a good
deal is packed up on the lateral feeders ; this
isfespecially so on the Pennsylvania Railroad.
To some extent this atfects the car supply,
although, comparatively speaking, the con-
dition of the latter is good.

In the coastwise vessel market rates are
firm and vessels are in demand, though not
to the extent of last week, there being some
