The next day he was giving a
dinner, and while carving he startled
his guests by calling, “Gorcum, Gor-
cum.” The name of the town had just

A Census of Animals.

The most populous horse country in
the world is Russia in Europe. It has
20,000,000 of horses. The United
States comes next, with a horse popu-
lation of more than 16,000,000. In pro-
portion to the number of inhabitants
the Unlted States Is far richer in horses
than Russia. But in that proportion
the United States Is in turn far sur.
passed by the Argentine Republie,
where, according to the latest access-
ble figures, there are a few more horses
than people.

The countries of western and south-
cern Europe are thinly populated with
horses, compared with the American
continent and Russia. Italy, with a
human population of more than 30,-
000,000, has only 720,000 horses., But
it has almost twice as many mules and
donkeys as horses. Spain has only a
few more than 300,000 horses, or about
one horse to every sixty people. Most
of the *“cavaliers” of Spain ride on
donkeys. The United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland has only
about 2,000,000 horses,

The United States is the most popu-
lous mule country in the world. It is
nlso, by many millions, the most popu-
lous pig country, possessing over 46,
000,000 of swine. There Is, also, a
larger proportion of pigs to the hu.
man population than in any other
country—larger even than in Ireland,
a country which is popularly but mis-
takenly supposed to be the Utopia of

the pig. The country of the sheep, par |

exceellence, is Australia.

On that continent there are a few |

more than 3,000,000 people, but there
are 62,000,000 sheep—that is to say,
twenty sheep to every man, woman
and child, In the United States we
have only about 47,000,000 sheep,
which, though a larger sheep popula-
tion than that of any other country ex-
cept Australin and the Argentine Re-
public, is not proportionately so great
i number as several other countries
possess, British India has more cattle
than any other country, but the United
Ntates hnas almost as many—upward of
02,000,000,

However, the Argentine Republie
again leads in the number of cattle in
proportion to human beings. 1f the
cattle in Argentina were divided equal-
ly among all the po::Plo, every man,
woman and child would have ?re cat-
tle to take care of, and there would be
cnough left to give one additional erit-
ter each to almost a million of the peo-
ple. Considered from the int of
view of farm animals, the entine
Republic is probably the most import-

ant country in the world.—Youth's
Companion,

Confederate Veterans Passing Away Fast.

From some statistics just returned to
the Governor's office by State Treas-
urer Hardeman it becomes painfully
apparent that the old soldlers of the
Confederacy and their widows are
passing fast away, Col., Hardeman this
morning sent in his report of the money
paid out for pensions since the first of
March. It shows that the crippled
soldiers of Georgla have recelved dur
Ing the year $181,225. There is a de-
cided falling off in the number of old
soldiers who have been drawing $100
i yecar for the loss of a limb or for
total disability, In 1883 there were
1,000 pensioners under this head, but
from Col. Hardeman's figures there are
now only 773 pensioners under this

head, showing that nearly 300 have
died since 1883, ‘

Capt., W. H. Harrison of the execu-
tive office, who receives all applications
for pensions, stated this morning that
the widows of the Confederate soldiers
were decrensing at an alarming rate.
NSince last year ninety-one of them have
died, and as quite a number have not
renewed their applications for pensions
it is presumed many of them are dead.
Last yearthere wereelghty-three deaths
among the widows, but this year there
will be more than one hundred, besides
three marriages.—Atlanta Journal

ONE LEGGED MEN,

What Beeomes of the Odd Bhoe When
One Foot Is Fitted?

Just what becomes of the shoes which
should adorn the missing foot of a vne-
legged man is a matter of some inter-
est and should furnish food for thought
fo minds of a speculative tendency.
While the number of men who actually
have but one leg Is not large, there are
many who from one cause or another
wear but one shoe, or from some dis-
crepancy in their feet have to have one
shoe of an especial pattern.

The Obelisks.

The obelisks of the Pharoahs are
made of red granite called syenite, In
the quarries at Syene may yet be seen
an unfinished obelisk, still adhering to
the native rock, with traces of work-
men’s tools so clearly seen on its sur-
fuce that one might suppose they haa
been suddenly called away and intend-
¢d soon to return and finish their work.

“This unfinished obelisk,” says Rev.
J. King, in his “Cleopatra’s Needle,”
“*shows the mode in which the ancients
separated these Immense monoliths
from the native rock. In a sharply cut
groove marking the boundary of the
stone are holes evidently deslgned for
wooden wedges. After these had been
firmly driven ipto the holes the groove
was filled with water. The wedges,
gradually absorbing the water, swelleq
and cracked the granite throughout the
length of the groove. The block, once
detrched from the rock, was pushed
forv-ard upon rollers made of the stems
of palm trees, from the quarries to the
edge of the Nile, where it was sur-
rounded by a large timber raft,

“It lay by the river side until the
next inundation of the Nile, when the
rising water flonted the raft and con-
veyed the obelisk down the stream to
the city where it was to be set up.
Thousands of willing hands pushed it
on rollers up an inclined plane to the
front of the temple where it was de-
signed to stand. The pedestal had pre-
viously been placed in position, and a
firm causeway of sand covered with
planks led to the top of - it, Then by
means of rollers, levers and ropes made
of the date palm, the obelisk was grad-
ually hoisted into an upright position.”
