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Other Fallacies Exploded.
We take issue with the Jour~aL in its con-

tention that the tariff of 75 cents a ton on
coal is merely a revenue duty. It protects
Georges Creek coal from foreign com petition,
and the revenue is merely incidental.-=Cum-
berland News,

If it really ‘‘protected Georges Creek
conl from foreign competition” there
would be no revenue, either incidental
or fixed.

This brings to mind the facts—

1, That if protection were equal to
all, there would be practically no pro-
tection,

2, That there 1s nothing in equal
protection for protectionists to de-
mand.

3, That if protection were not un-
equally distributed, there would be no
protection sought,

Protection, to be profitable, must,
therefore, be partial to some products,
prejudicial to others, and thus unjust
to both.

For instance, the flannel weaver’s
labor is protected by a duty of about
90 per cent., and the miner’s by 25 per
eent. The weavyer, too, works in com-
parative comfort and safety, the miner
in sctual discomfort and peril.

This contrast raises several (ues-
tions:

1, On what principle of justice can
an impartial governmert make such a
distinetion ?

2, If, however, it takes 90 per cent. of
the miner’s money to protect the
weayer, how can the miner feel pro-
tected by only 25 per cent. of the
weaver's money ?

3, And what ground 18 there for
mining loyalty to the welfare ot the
textile operatives when the latter not
only reciprocate so gingerly, but are
demanding of the present Congress that the
miner shall not be protected at all ?

Gentlemen, your present county
platform, ignoring county affairs and
re-afirming with accumulated em-
phasis your continued servitude to
such interests, would baffle credulity
if we did not kuow it to be a faet.

But the most remarkable point yet

made by the News is subjoined :

We are without a report later than 1800 but
in that year the United States exported
400,000 tons of coal more than it imported.
Bo that in effect the tarifl’ of seventy-five
cents was prohibitory.

1n July the News placed the amount
exported for 1802 at 1,200,000 tous, or
200,000 tons more than imported.

This result was ascribed to the
operatiouns of the tariff.

But the JoOUrRNAL showed that if
there was anything in that eclaim
there was no speculation in the
transaction for miners;—that in order
to get an excess of 200,000 tons out, we
had to let a million in!

The plainer terms, in order to get
$140,000 net wages, we had to let the
goyernment collect $750,000 revenue.

But had the tariff kept foreign coal
out, as it should do to be protectiye,
the miners and mine Jaborers would
have gotten #$700,000; government
nothing.

‘*So that,”” if **in effect the tariff of
75 cents is prohibitory,” it is of that
quality of prohibition which prohibits
our miners from getting the work
which, under protection, they are
specially entitled to.
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Like Charity.
Reglying to a JOURNAL question,
the Cumberland News—

We answer that republican farmers uphold
a tariff for protection; they believe in build-
ing up a home market by encouraging home
industries, and they yote the republican tick-
et knowing that the party will maintain a
tariff on every product or industry that
needs it.

The JOURNAL hopes it will never see
the economic integrity of these patriot-
ic gentlemen tested by an offer of coal
at 70 cents per ton less than they are
getting it.

It would be a touching spectacle to
see about 12,000 of them declining to
take advantage of the reduced price
—for the sake of 3,000 miners !

About that time they would discover
that it was the foreigner who had been
paying the cost of *‘building up a
bhome market,"” and that all this other
thing of ‘‘encouraging home indus-
tries” in New England, and maintain-
ing “‘a tariff on everything that needs
it,” is & yain attempt to widen trade
by restrictions, elevate it by depression
and an all-round effort of the com-
munity to lift itself up to wealth by
its bootstraps,

The farmer of any party, therefore,
fools himself egregiously and dis-
astrousiy whenever he adopts and ex-
emplifies the theory that somebody
else’s business must be ‘‘built up” be-
fore his own, and that he must estab-
lish his custome: in trade before he
can hope to claim any patronage for
himself.

Gen. J. D. Imboden, one of the Virginia
commissioners to the World's Fair, has just
returned home and brings the news that the
Wise county coal, taken from the mines near
Big Stone Gap, has secured the award of the
first premium oyer all competitors. The Flat
Top coke was also awarded the first prize in
that class as the best coke on exhibition. The
seam of coal from which the premium lot
was taken is from eight to twelve feet thick,
and covers a vast area in Wise, Dickenson
and Tazewell counties. .

This is a little better for one of our
competitors than we have been willing
to admat.

Now add to this adyantage of
quality that of 50 per cent. 10 gquantity,
and we can easily see how a 3,000-
pound ton c¢an knock out a 2,000-
pound ton.

But weights being equal, it would
seem that while quality as a winning
card is here, according to the Cumber-
land News, “‘an exploded idea,” it is
not so in south-west Virginia.

There they brag on it, and, what is
worse, ‘‘prove it.”

Aund while we are putting two tons
on the mining cars for a dollar, they
are putting on three.

(Gentlemen, when weeping tears of
blood over the fear of foreign com-
petition, remember we are also *‘bleed-
ing inside.”

A Proclamation Needed.
At Toledo, Obio, Gov. McKinley
said—
—that a statement from the President to

the effect that any tanff-smashing bill would
be vetoed would revive business at once.

This is the same gentleman who still
contends that ‘‘the foreigner pays the
tax,” after first denying that ‘*‘the
tariff is a tax.”

Let us see how they do it and what
they get for it.

The Treasury reports for 1892 show
that foreigners shipped to us
$16,630,371, worth of ladies’ dress
goods, on which they paid $16,458,243
duties.

If the reader will subtract the latter
figure from the former he will find that
the fureigners got only $172,128 in ex-
change for their 16 million dollars
worth of goods.

A worse speculation than that, how-
ever, can be found in the cigar busi
ness. They sent usnearly three million
dollars worth of cigars; then paid
three and-a-half millions tariff on
them.

In other words, they were not con-
tent with giving us the cigars, but
they piled on the top of the colossal
treat nearly eight bhundred thousand
dollars in eash !

Two things appear evident—

1, That the foreigner is a human
being whose first office is to work for
pauper wages, and, secondly, to*‘stand
and deliver” when ‘*held up.”

2, That the President should heed
Gov. McKinley's suggestion and an-
nounce at once that the United States
will still continue business at the old
stand as highwayman of the nations.

Where We Stand.

The JOURNAL has and has had no
political purpose whatever to subserve
in its discussion of the tariff.

It has debated the subject as closely
as possible to the terms of business
ethics—as one regretting that the
propositions of the system have been
degraded by partisanship.

It has desired that our miners should
learn truly where they stand in relation
to those industries that are really
protected, and how their fideiity to
those industries is reciprocated.

It has desired that a line should be
drawn between the men of their
political faith who demand free coal
and the men of the other party to
whom that demand is made, to the end
that justice be done each according to
their virtue.

More than this, it desires that it
shall be understood that those who
concede a wrong, eyen in accordance
with their platform, are no worse
morally than those who demand a
wrong forbidden by their own plat-
form.

But more than all, the people
baving thus seen and comprehended
the situation, the JOURNAL has desired
that, come what may, they will not be
carried away by intemperate appeals
to their party prejudices; that they
will still be guided and controlled by
the true freeman'’s endowment--the
sovereignty of good sense.

Of all the workers under the domain
of so-called protection ours have been
most fortunate. For the coal they
have been able to develop their em-
ployers have scrupulously returned to
them every cent the tariff has pro-
vided for them., Not a farthing has
been retained.

If all other industries had been thus
honest, there would probably be little
or no demand now for a reduction of
the tariff.

Hence, with employerssuch as ours,
the JOURNAL feels restfully confident
that they can be fully trusted to
‘““‘temper the winds to the shorn lamb"”
as far as in them lies. They well
know that if reduction comes, or free
coal, the damage can be charged to no
abuse of trust by them. But, generous
by instinet and habit to their men, it
may turn cut under their aegis that of
all the sufferers Georges Creek miners
will be the least hurt.

Meanwhile, the JourNaL still
believes that coal wiil not be smuggled
by New England into the free list as a
raw material.

Judge Woods' Charge.

You have been summoned, geutle-
men, as a special grand jury to inquire
into and report upon such matters as
shall be sent before you by the com-
monwealth's attorney, and especially
to inguire into certain recent viola-

I tions of law in-our city.

You have been selected beeause you
have the confidence of myself and the
community, as men of intelligence and
integrity, and who may be relied upon
to do your duties regardless of conse-
quences.

No grand jury in the history of the
eity has been ealled upon to perform
such an important nan as that which
lies before you, The eyes of the whole
State and nation are upon you, and it
18 hoped that you will aequit your-
selves like men, without fear, affection
or favor. Your sole inquiry will be :
Has the law been violated, and if so,
by whom.

That the law has been violated goes
withoat saying. Thata iwan to whom
the constitution of the land had guaran-
teed the right of trial by jury has been
mercilessly hanged by a yery small
body of devil-inspired men, who have
seen fit to take the law into their own
hands, and that his bod y was afterwa:d
mutilated and burned in an inhuman
manner, must be admitted by all.
That he was a black man cuts no figure

in the case. His relation to the govern- |

ment has beer fixed by law, and his
citizenship moulded into the very con-
stitution of our country., He stands
forth as a fully adopted citizen, and as
such is entitled to the protection of that
law, which every legalized voter has
sworn to maintain and eyery good cit-
1zen will strive to uphold. Neither is
it & question as to the guilt or inno-
cence of the unfortunate vietim, nor
have you anything to do with the
enormity of his erime.

It is also the duty of an of-
ficer having a prisoner in charge to
use every reasonable effort to proteet
him ; but to acquaint evil-designed per-
sons as to his whereabouts, or to sur-
render him without even a show of re-
sistance 1s an offense punishable by
law,

In order that I may be perfectly fair,
[ deem it my duty to charge you
further, that it has been asserted that
Roanoke citizens haye been shot down
without warrant of law and without
sufficient provoeation, It will be your
sworn duty, therefore, tocarefully and
thoronghly investigate this phase of
the question, and if such assertions are
found to be well grounded, bring in-
dietments against all parties offend-
ing, be they high or low, few or many.

While it is the duty of an officer to
protect his prisoner at whatever cost, 1t
should still be done with as little loss
of life as possible in order to secure

In conelusion, gentlemen, I would
say 1 have tried briefly and in an im-
perfect manver to call your attention
to such acts as the law condemns and
it is with you to say who shall be
prosecuted therefor. It will be your
duty to ascertain as far as vou ecan the
real parties who committed these of-
fenses and to prefer indietments
against them, mut I will undertake 1o
say to the law-abiding people of the
city that in the name of the common-
wealth of Vieginia, such offenders shall
be tried and that right speedily.

You, being a special grand jury, five
of your number muast agree in order
that you find an indietment against
anyone ; and hearing, as you do, only
one side of the evidenece, you should
not find indictments against persons
unless yon believe there is a probabil-
ity of econvicetion, The law will be bet-
ter indicated and the effeet more
wholesome by the indietment and con-
viction of a few than the indietment of
amueh larger number who escape con-
vietion for want of elear proof. You
will now retire to your room, gentle-
men, and begin the discharge of your
