The case was sub-
mitted to the Court and judgment affirmed.

This caseis accurately elaborated by

the Cumberland News as follows :

The case of Shaffer va. the Frostburg cor-
poration was one full of interest. It wasa
proceeding on the part of the mayor and
council of Frostburg to recover the special
water tax of Henry B. Shatfer levied for the
year 1800. Judgment for the corporation
was given before the magistrate, from which
Mr. SBhaffer appealed.

The court before whoin it was tried sustain-
ed the decision of the magistrate below, The
history of the caseis this: In 1890 the Legis-
lature passed an Act (chapter 130) author-
izing the town to 1ssue its water bopds to the
extent of $40,000 to pay for the construction
of water works. v

The Act also authorized the corporation to
levy a special tax not exceeding 15 cents on
the #100, to pay interest on the bonds, pro-
viding a sinking fund for their redemption at
maturity, and also to pay the running ex-
penses of the water works in case, at any
time, the receipts from water rents would
prove insufficient for those purposes.

The bonds were issued between July and

December, 1800, for the full amount author- |

ized. The first instalment of interest on those
bonds fell due on January 1st, 1891, and on
September 8th, 1800, the mayor and couancil
exercised their authority and levied the
special tax.

The Judge's decision in brief was that the
councilmen, in making the levy, did not ex-
ceed the authority conferred upon them by
the Act.

The importance of the decision is this:
Many persons had refused to pay this tax
until this suit was settled, and now that the
Court was decided in favor of the corporation
they will be compelled to pay.

Che defense contended that the levy was
premature and should not have been made
until a deficiency had actually occurred.
