000,000 tons on the total of 200,000,000
square miles; and Its energy is that
due to the motion of this Inconcelvable
mass, at velocities varying all the way
from the slightest zephyr to the hurri-
cane and the cyclone, rushing over the
prairie or along the surface of the sea
at more than 100 miles an hour. Again,
according to this authority, a cuble
mile of air, welghing about 10,000,000,
000 pounds, develops, at the rate of
motion of the cyclone, some 4,000,000,-
000,000 “foot tops" of energy, and, if
all were emplntyod at such pate for the
performance of work, useful or destruc-
tive, this number of *“foot pounds”
would be equivalent to more than 2,
000,000,000,000,000 horse power.

Sugar Maples.

It Is suggested that abandoned hill
farms would pay for planting as maple
sugar orchards. The trees grow quick-
ly, are long-lived, even when tapped
every year for sugar making, and make
valuable lumber for furniture.
