Particular-
ly is this alarm felt at the inyasions of New
Port News, and a plan is being devised to get
hack the lost trade.

Three-thousand-pound tons are a
large factor in the making of the
trouble.

If Baltimore business men can devise
some arrangement that will meet and
beat tons of that size the game is won.

For such tons secm to be the only
abowination connected with the coal
trade which high protection cannot
touch.

High protection is the cure-all of
other sores on the body economie, hut
it can't beapplied, even with a feather,
to the inequality of tons.

But this ought not to be because it
is 1n other spheres of dispensation the
great producer of inequalities and pro-
moter of injustices.

Nevertheless, it appears that Poca-
hontas, working cousiderably nearver
than we to a free trade basis, is taking
the business from this region—a cir-
cumstance that leads to the suggestion
that protection, to be effective, should
furnish us with work as wel! as wages,

High wages with no work is a
mockery.

SHW. suppose ]H‘Htvi'!illu were cone-
ditioned upon the wages paid-—rather,
suppose the same methods prevailed
in Poeahontas by lawe that obtains here
through the honesty of our employers,
Poeahontas coal would not have a
solitary advantage in market over our
product.

Protection would then furnish work
as well as wages.

But, gentlemea, the proposal c¢on-
ditioning protection of labor upon the
wages paid to labor was voted down
by the protectionists of labor, and
now we have thespectacle of Allegany
county standing by New England;
New England standing by PPocahontas,
and red-hot to drop Pocahontas and
stand by Nova Scotia !

In effect, Allegany, standing by
New England, is opening wide the
doors of an effusive bhospitality to the
free admission of toreign coal.

But to return.

[f the Baltimore business people
want to regain a lost coal trade, they
must make the protection of mining
labor as effective in Poeahontas as it
1s on Georges Creek.

The latest news from the markets 1s
gleaned as follows:

The soft coal trade continues to be held
back by lack of vessels at shipping ports,
However, a tleet is due shortly from the dis-
charging ports, which will relieve the situa-
tion greatly. Considering the difticulties in
shipping coal which have been experienced
of late, orders have not been as numerons as
they should be and contracts are to some
extent being cleaned up.  As has been stated
in this column before, consun-ers are taking
Lhe mdninonm amount of coal specitied in their
contracts instead of the warimum, as has
ustally been the case in former seasons.
Thig may seem at first sight not to amount to
very much, buat the ditference between
the two amounts wiil sometimes be as much
as 20,000 tons. It will thus be seen that the
ageregate ditference is considerable when we
take into account the large number of con-
tracts,

The total shipments of most of the pro-
ducers from Jaunuary 1st to date equal very
nearly, if not entirely, the total production
for 1892, It will be remembered that last
yvear's output was handicapped to a consider-
able extent by some serious blockades,

There scems to be a good all-rail trade doing
on all lines. The great nunibers of eastward
bhound trains from Chicago are interfering to
some extent with the coal tratlic to loading
ports,  This, however, will be relieved after
the closing of the World's Fair oa October 1.
