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GERMANY’'S IRON TREASURES.

Vast Stores of Army Rations and Money
in Readiness for War.

In the fortress of Spandau there is
stored the celebrated emergency fund
of the German Empire—the so-called
iron treasure, milllons of silver pleces,
most of them minted with the head of
Napoleon 111. Derived from that colos-
sal indemnity which ‘
many imposed upon humbled France
in the hope of permanently erippling
the hereditary foe, the payment of

the financial wonder of the world, this
hoard of coined money i8 kept for the
contingency of war.
sacred. According to the St. Louis
Post-Dispatch there is no crisis through
which the German kEmpire may piass,
gave that of foreign war, which makes
this vast sum available. The Germans
are very fond of the word “iron” in its
sense of rude firmness, of harsh en-
durance, of severe tenacity. They
have applied it to their greatest histor-
ical character—the iron chancellor—to
his policy of absolute inflexibility and
to thelr most-prized reward—the iron
cross—of which there is but one degree,
and which can be earned only by ac-
tual bravery on the field. They have
used the word to designate the treas-
ure at Spandau and they have also
adopted it to characterize an institu-
tion In their minute and comprehensive
scheme of military organization to
which they attach great importance,
When the German army is transtorm-
ed from a huge reserve of precaution-
ary power into a massive instrument
of aggressive foree, its units, the indi-
vidual soldiers, are put into absolutely
new uniforms. The purposes of this
step are numerous, It makes the oper-
ation of mobilization more simple and
systematie, and with the contingency
of prolonged warfare it makes the con-
tinuance of military operations more
economical. There is a sentimental
issue involved—the personal pride ol
the soldier is stimulated and his zeal
in service increased,

In equipment and accouterment i
similar system is followed, The resull
is that the soldler starts out in the
condition practically that he should
be theoretically. His equipment is a
heavy one, but the Kknowledge that
every pound of welght he carries rep-
resents something useful to his occeu-
pation and his comafort and convenience
while engaged in it lightens his load.
He realizes that he is provided for
every emergency. In his Knapsack are
his clothes and his store of cartridges.
Each one of his pockets has a particu-
Iar purpose, The lining of the one on
the left of his tunic is medically pre-
pared, to be used when necessity arises
as an antiseptic bandage, 1In his hav-
ersack I8 his loaf of bread—the staff
of life—and the so-called “iron ration.”
This is the Institution to which refer-
ence has been made, 1t is the reserve
fund of the soldier's food, his suste-
nance when deprived of all other re-
sources of mess, commissariat and for-
nge. There is a huge factory in May-
ence devoted to the packing of these
“iron rations.” JIn small bags, in a
preserved and compressed shape, these
rations consist of coffee, rice, hard
tack and tobacco, in a quantity sutli-
cient to provide for three days’ use.
The cavalry receives in addition simi-
larly prepared rations for its horses,
consisting of hay and oats sufticient
for five days. 'These rations are to
serve only in cases of extreme neces-
gity., They are sacred whenever the
trooper i8 provided by the commissary
department with the necessary food,
or when he can procure it by requisi-
tion or forage. The “iron ration™ can-
not be touched except by command of
a superior officer. In .the preparation
of these rations chemical science has
been at work, and it is believed in the
articles provided the greatest amount
of nutrition has been secumied in the
most compressed and endurable shape.
In the grand mancuvres which annual-
ly take place in Germany, and in which
the soldiers are exposed to every con-
tingency save that of an enemy's
death-dealing powers, the “iron ra-
tions” are carried, and their purpose
made clear to the men.

Dollars, ’

The word dollar is of German origin.
In the Middle Ages there were a great
variety of coins struck in Germany,
the workmanship of some belng good
and of others bad, while the quantity
of silver in coins nominally of the same
denomination varied widely, One mint,
that in Joachimsthal, turned out pe-
culiarly good coins and attained much
fame. It became the habit to make
contracts payable in coins struck at
this place, and these coing bheeame
known as Joachimsthalers, This sub.
sequently was contracted to thalers,
and from this to dollars the transition
wis ecasy, The origin of the Unitod
States mark for dollars 1s generally
supposed to be as follows: The initials
1", 8. were written one over the other,
For convenience In writing the bottom
of the U was left off, and the result
was the present symbol. — St Louis
PPost-Dispatch, -

FLORIDA'S PITCHER PLANT,

Fatal,

One of the most interesting plants in
Florida is the pitcher plant, Saracenia

. variolaris, which is very abundant in

some of the Southern States. Its most

| remarkable (qualities are its power to

secrete a fluid which attracts inseets,

- Yet invariably proves fatal to them;

the poison-like character of its leaf,

- When once the insects enter the fluid

tubd; the smoothness of the sides; and
the ease with which it digests its in-
sect diet. Its most striking part is the
pitcher-like leaf, and next the style,
which spreads out into the form of an
umbrella and envelopes the whole
flower. As the plant increases in size

. the sides open to form a tube, and a
- round hood, in which one part of the

lip of the stipule projects over the
other, which is below it. The tube,
through which the insects enter the
plant, is much larger at the apex than
the base; is round and smooth, except
4 narrow pit near the opening; and
secretes a fluid at the upper and open
part which insects eagerly sip Having
tasted it, they seem to become lost to
all feeling but to obtain more, and
cagerly hasten into the tube, where
sure death awaits them, it being im-
possible for them to eclimb up the
smooth sides of the leaf, even if they
escaped. The fluid stands in the bot-

tom of the tube, for, apparently, the |

special purpose of drowning and par-
tinlly digesting them. Insects usnally
begin tasting the nectar near the door,
or opening, then enter and feast on
that in the interior until they seem to
become paralyzed, for they loosen their
hold, tremble, and finally drop into the
mass of fluid at the bottom of the
tube. A few very cautious insects may
try to escape after having entered the
open portal, but that is rendered im-
possible by the hood, which conceals
the outward passage, and prevents
cgress,  The tube Is too smooth to ren-
der walking along its sides possible.
When the insecta fall helplessly back
into the fluid at the bottom of the tube
they undergo maceration there, until
they tinally become mere pulp at the
