Natives Brew Banana Beer and Are Fond
of P.II“ WIIII-

To the natives of Africa of the pres- |

ent time beer prepared from malt and
hops is unknown, although bottled la-
ger beer has reached Gerhard Rolfs,
the well-known German traveller in
Africa, even at the oasis of Kufra, in
the Sahara.

Yet there exists, says the Philadel-
phia Press, no lack of intoxicating bev-
erages among the sons of the dark
continent, They are not required to
walt for the firewater of the Europeans
to be sent them. They understand
how to prepare spirituous beverages of
thelr own, and they also become intox-
icated by the latter. This is only too
frequently the case, as may be seen
from the account of foreign travellers
in Africa.

The Africans make wine and beer,
but .neither grape juice is used for the
former nor malt extract for the latter.
Palm trees of different kinds, bananas
and millet furnish the raw materials.
Palm wine is made from the 8AD 00z
ing from the cut-off blossom stems of
the olly palin tree and of the cocon
tree. It is a pleasant, refreshing bever
age and sufficiently known.
fruit of the banana tree a beverage is
being made in Africa which they drink
there as wine or beer,

Banana beer is chiefly used by the
natives of Uganda, a country border-
ing on Lake Victoria. The people there
are very fond of such beer, and when
‘min Pasha went to Rubaga to meet
King Mtesa he wrote in his diary:
“This is a real beer trip; from village
to village, or rather from beer pot to
beer pot, we are marching on.” In that
country the manufacture of the banana
beverage is extensively going on.

Dr. Felkin, an English physician, who
formerly lived there, describes the dif-
ferent kinds of the banana beverage.
He makes a distinetion between ba-
nana beer and banana wine.

According to his description *“mu-
bisl,” a cooling banana wine, is manu-
factured in the following manner: A
big hole is dug in the ground, lined
with banana leaves, filled with unripe
bananas and kept covered by mats and

earth until the fruit has become com- |

pletely ripe. Then the bananas are
slit, mixed with fine hay and placed in
a large boat-like woollen trough which
it one end has an emptying pipe. After
the addition of some water the whole
is thoroughly mixed by the hand or by
short wooden sticks.
trough is covered with banana leaves
and the mixture is left standing for
nbout one or two hours.

After the explration of that time it
Is taken out and through glass sieves
poured into large calabashes. It is
then ready for use and represents _a
sweet, agreeable and not intoxicating
beverage., The fact that just this kind
of the banana beverage is drunk in
large quantities by the natives explains
why Emin Pasha did not see many
drunken men in Uganda and Unjoro.
But if the mubisi is left standing for
three days it undergoes a fermentation
and becomes a slightly acid, refresh-
ing beverage which is strongly intoxi-
cating. This wine or beverage Is ealled
"muenge.” If it is filled into bottles
and they are kept well corked in a
cool place for several months one ol-
tains a sparkling wine strongly resem-
bling champagne. Mubisi, the princi-
{ml beverage made from bananas, can
e changed yet in another way,

If a larger or small quantity of hoiled
millet is added to it and the mixture is
left standing in a large earthen pot for
two or three days and stirred from
time to time, it becomes a beer which,
according to the quantity of millet
added, Is more or less intoxicating, The
beverages made from bananas are not
stored away for a long time. They
are mostly consumed soon after manu-
facture. When being sold they com-
monly are cnmr:rntivoly dear. 'This
wine or beer either drunk from
gourd cups or sucked from gourd bot-
tles, by means of long, nicely made
tubules, the lower ends of which are
serving at the same time for filtering
the turbid fluid.

Nevada is the only Btate In the
Unlon that bas decreased in wealth
and population during the last decade,
and, considering her reputation as part
of the “great American desert,”’ few

rsons would suspect that she could

ope to arrest the fading-out process
by becoming, like Californla, an agri-
cultural State. 8o long as Nevada was
the great silver-producing region of the
world few of her inhabitants troubled
themselves about the future of her
arid soll. She rrudnced more than
$40,000,000 of gold and silver in 1875.
By 1880 her production was reduced
to $17,300,000, and by 1889 to $9,600,-
000. The census of 1800 showed that
she had lost more than 26 per cent of
her population in ten years. Her as-
sessed wealth had greatly decreased,
and in almost every material respect
she was poorer than when the entered
the unfon in 1869. Her population of
46,000 was 150,000 below the popula-
tion of a Congress district.

So long as Nevada was regarded sim-
ply as a great silver minge her arid soll
was esteemed useless for agricultural
purposes. A few river valleys were
wroductive, but enormous, almost rain-
eS8, Areas grew nuthlnge but sage-
brush. When the mines began to les-
sen their output, the Chinese, those
Bedouins of the west, began to emi-
grate to newer mining districts along
with miners, prospectors and all sorts
of loosely attached persons. Some men
who had the instinet of local attach-
ment advocated irrigation of the arid
soil, and for years it was tried with
success on small areas. Nevada has
now about 1,400 farms, and of these
about 1,200 are irrigated in whole or
in part. It has been found that the
produce per acre of corn, wheat, oats,
barley, potatoes and hay grown upon
iIrrigated lands in Nevada is much
nbove the average of such products
throughout the country as a whole,
and higher than In many states of
much reputed fertility, Nevada stands
among the ten or twelve highest states
in the production of potatoes per acre
planted, and half a dozen states enst
of the Alleghenies are below her in the
average production of wheat per acre.
