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A Transition Period.

The Ways and Meanscommittee are
eyidentiy having a hard time settling
the status of coal. Rumors of placing
it on the free list are plentiful, but the

Baltimore Sun of Tuesday says :

The members of the committee on ways
and means still maintain silence on the
subject and will neither confirm nor deny the
report.

The following information from the
same medium is interesting :

Both the extreme East and the extreme
West are clamoring for free coal. The New
England manufacturers insist that if they
are to have the tariff cut down on the articles
they manufacture they must have free raw
materials and free coal for fuel under their
boilers. The same cry goes up from the
Pacitic coast, where the manufacturers of all
kinds want to be allowed to import coal from
Australia free of duty.

Irving M. Scott, the president of the Union
Iron Works, of San Francisco, is one of the
most earnest advocates of free coal on the
Pacific coast. He stated in a recent commu-
nication’to the ways and means committee
that he would be able to build ships as
cheaply as they could be built on the Clyde if
the committee would put iron ore and coal
on the free list.

There is good authority for the statement
that the committee, in addition to putting
coal upon the free list, has put iron ore and
silver lead ores on the same list. It is believed
lumber will also be entirely free from duty.
There was a sort of an understanding that
these important raw materials should be
treated alike, and if one was given protection
the others were to have it in about the same
degree. If, as now seems probable, they are
all to be added to the free list, a great incen-
tive will be given to many lines of manufac-
turing in this country.

[t will be seen—

1, That the committee says nothing.

2, That New England and Califor-
nia, rather than *‘stand by the home
industry” of mining, ‘‘are clamoring”
for the very thing that it is said by the
Cumberland News will destioy the
industry.

3, That while our industry goes to
the wall manutactures and ship-build-
ing will bound into new and perma-
nent stages of prosperous life. And

New England Wins.

There is little or nodoubt remaining
thut the Ways and Means committee
haye been persuaded by New England
to place coal on the free list, taking
the cue furnished by H. G. Davis at
the suggestion of Thomas B. Reed,
that Nova Scotia coal cannot compete
with our produet “‘over ten miles in-
land.”

The next fight will take place on the
floor of the House, and still later in
the Senate.

But the outlook is unfavorable.

The most that can be gained is a
small duty that would proyide prae-
tically no protection.

Three circumstances have injured
coal—

1, The adoption almost without pro-
test of the New England idea that it is
a raw material ;—

2, Permitting New England to class
it with lumber and wool, and—

J. The indirect advantage taken
by the anthracite interest of the
bituminous tariff to impose upon con-
sumers, thereby creating and encour-
aging popular hostility to the tariff.

Hence, if coal sustains any damage,
big or little, it must pever be forgotten
that it is our religious duty to charge
it primarily to New England cupidity.
