“I see that the Emperor of Russia de-
mands of Turkey that the noble Kos-
suth and his companions shall be
given up to be dealt with at his pleas-
ure. And I see that this demand is
made in derision of the established
laws of nations. Gentlemen, there is

something on earth greater than arbi- |

trary or despotic power., The lightning
has its power, and the whirlwind has
its power, and the earthquake has its
power; but there is something among
ien more capable of shaking despotic
power than the lightning, the whirl-
wind, or the earthquake, and thut is
the excited and aroused indignation of
the whole clvilized world.”

Energy of Sunshine.

“All the energy in the world,” said
Dr. C. F. Chandler, in a recent lecture
before the Columbia School of Minpes,
zine plate in the battery jar.

The danger arises only when
the volts are reinforced by a good
many amperes or currents, and when
one takes hold of A charged wire
Then one feels a shock that is unmis-
tnkable, because the force of a great
many currents in the wire suddenly
decomposes all the fluids in his body.
The salt in the blood at once turns to
chlorine gas, and the man whose veins
are charged with this deadly poison
cannot in reason be expected ¢o live.”
