Editorially the Coal Trade Jovernal
says this week:

It is expected, now that the Ways and
Means Conmmittee has suggested that bitiemine
ous coal and ealm shall be admitted free of
duty, that there will be considerable  dis-
cussion as to the merits of such a procedure,
To be sure the mere suggestion does not carry
with it the fact that the Senate and House of
Representatives will also fall in with this
préoposition. It is a many-sided question and
the parties who expect to be benelitted—those
in the New England States —may not find
that there will be any benetit aceruing there-
from. Those who fear that their interests
will suffer—the producers of coal finding a
way to market via what are known as the
southern ports—will, no doubt, use every
elfort in their power to bring about a modi-
tication of the tarifl, so far as coal is concern-
ed, on its way through Congress. 1t is pro-
lmhq'll. in the bill ]Ifl'[llll'l'll b? the \Vll_'ﬂl llllll
Means Committee, that the Act shall take
effect from and after March Ist, 1804,
