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OUR PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
No more important subject can be

presented to the consideration of
the people than that of the public
schools, knowing, as we do, how
much depends upon their efficiency.
In order that they may be success-
fully conducted, certain conditions
must be preserved. It is not ounly
necessary that the supervision exer-
cieed by the Trustees over the
scholle should be constant and in-
telligent; that the teachers should be
thoroughly competent educators, and
that suitable buildings should be
erected, but it is aleo essential to
their success that proper hygienic
condjtiops should be maintained in
every department. Desks and seats
should be so constructed that the
scholar, while pursuing his studies,
or reciting, will not be compelled to
occupy a cramped or unpatural po-
gition; and, above al], especial care
should be taken that no room con-
tains more than a definite number
of children. A teacher cannot do
justice to more than thirty-five or
forty scholars at one time, yet we
are informed that some of the roll.
books of the Sharpeburg schools con-
tain as high as one hundred and
twenty-eix names. Of course, there
are absentees every day, but in any
event, aud under all circumstances,
the average is too high, We under-
stand that av additional teacher will
not be furnished unless every school
in the Town has an average attend-
ance of at Jeast fifty., This is an
approximate statement of the pres-
ent status of our public schools.
There are four in the one building,
one of which will show an average
daily attendance of eighty-five,
while the average of the remaining
ones is only about forty., Here we
have, say, three hundred scholars,
the exact number which entitles us
to six teachers under the apportion-
ment understood to be in vogue in
the County, but because these three
hundred children are not distributed
equally among the four rooms, the

—

School Commissioners say there shall |

be but five teachers to perform the
labor, that, according to our opinion,
i8 too arduous for six. The view we
have just taken of our overcrowded
departments has reference only to
the inability of the teachers to ac-
complish the work rendered neces-
sary by the presence of so many
scholars. There is another object-
jon which is too frequently over-
looked. Imagine eighty five child-
ren occupying one room that should
properly contain not over forty;
take into consideration the atmos-
pheric condition surrounding them
after the expiration of several hours,

remembering that, with the except- |

ion of one hour jn the middle of the
day, this gonfinement continues for
aboyt seven hours, and ask your-
selves if this etate of affairs is con-
ducive to health, or ie calculated to
develop the receptivity of the youth-
ful mind. We do got think that the
Jassitude necessarily produced in
both teacher and secholar by the
vitisted atmosphere of overcrowded
rooms is peculiarly fwouble to the
work of pither.

These are pome of the evils to be
gonsidered, and now the question as
to the remedy naturally suggests
" jteelf. Although we coneider the ap
portionment of fifty scholars to one
teacher too high,yet the School Com-

mmicmars ure hampared by circurs-
stances they cannot control. They
cannot aow the County broad-cast
with teachers, but they can give us
one more teacher, and so carry into
effect their own system. As they
have not done #o, there is a remedy
among the people themselves. Let
the parents and guardians of the
scholars eee that the ratio of absent-
eeism 18 reduced, and there will no
longer be any ground for the excuse
that, although some of the schools
contain over fifty pupils, the others
do not contain so many. This is per-
haps the greatest and most annoying
evil the teacher has to encounter,
Im:nd,,, without the active cooperation
of parents, he cannot overcome it.

The absence of scholars, instead of

reducing, angments the labor of the
teacher, not Lo mention the positiye
injury sustained by the absentee.
Let the parents remember that their
duty in connection with the pub.ic

schools 18 to see that the attendance |

i8 regular, and there will be a man-
ifest improvement in every direction
and, we suppose, the much needed
additional teacher will be forthcom-
Ing.

But 80 long as the present condi-
tion of affairs continues, we cannot
expect our echools to be as efficient
a8 their importance demands,and,in-
stead of being enabled to congratu-
late the teacher on his hard-won
success, and the scholar on his im-
provemeunt, we can only extend our
sympathy to both,
