GRAVEYARD INSURANCE.
Judging from articles recently

published in many of the dailies,
the graveyard insurance mania ie
1apidly approaching its end, The
dissolution of the last company con-
ducting this speculative business
should be the gignal for rejoicing in
every community where its works
have been geen and its influence felt.
The alluring proepect of thé epeedy
acquisition of comparative wealth
held out by the agents of these aseo-
ciations, has produced almost num-
berless evils. Men have abandoned
;pmﬁtab]e, legitimate businesses to
embark their capital in this desper-
ate speculation; the wages of the
laborer have been absorbed by it;
little accumulations, representing
years of toil and economy, have gone
to enrich the coffers of the compa-
nies; and every locality infected
with the epidemic is impoverished
almost to the extent of its invest.
ment. These associations promise
large returns for a small outlay, but
in numerous caees, the only showing
the unfortunate dupe has for hie
money is a gaudy document, entitled
‘Policy No. Ever so many thousand,’
which afforde him no other consola-
tion than the gloomy reflection that
he is but one of an immense number
who have been deceived by glitter-
ing promises, never to be fulfilled,
We know of eeveral victims, who,

disappointed at not receiving the
money 8o confidently expected, and,

rendered desperate by the *compli-
cated condition of their affairs, have
sought relief from financial embar-
rassment in suicide. Instead of a
benefit, the venture proved a curse.

In addition to these evils, consider
the character of the business,

- A speculation, based upon the
speedy demise of a human being, is
revolting, and has a direct tendency
to blunt the sensibilities of all who
engage in it. Having taken out a
pohov on a good “subject,”’—to er”
ploy graveyard insurance slang,—
the insured must die, in order that
the beneficiary may realize upon his
investment; consequently, it be-
comes his desire that the ‘“‘subject’ |
should die. Imagine the effect of
this 1dea being constantly present to
the mind of a weak or desperate
man. It leads naturally and logi-
cally to murder; and the commission
of this crime has, in several instan-
ces, at Jeast, blackened the history
of this execrable business.

Thus we observe the wrongs call.
into existence by this offspring of
man's cupidity—foolish expendi-
tures of money; poverty, entailing
its misery upon the inaocent as well
as the guilty; mental trouble, cul
minating in suicide; and, crowning
all, the darkest crime known to, and
practised by humanity—murder.
