A StormyOutlook for the New Npeak-
er—Skirmishing for the Leader-

ship—Business before Congress—
The President in the White House.

| & The new Speaker, Mr. Keifer, had no

|

sooner been elected, and conducted to the
chair by his two most powerful competi-
tors, Messrs. Randall and Hiscock, than the
national parliamentary wrangle began. Mr,
Robeson, of New Jersey, General Grant’s
corpulent Secretary of the Navy, and Mr,
Hasgkell, of Kansas, a tall, gaunt, angular
antithesis of the rotund Robeson, commen-
ced fencing for the leadership of the Repub-
lican side of the House, while Ex-Speaker
Randall and S S. Cox, familiarly known
as ‘‘Sunset’’ Cox, led off on the Democrat-
ic side. In ten minutes, the House seemed
to be in hopeless confusion, half a dozen
members speaking at the same moment,
while the new Speaker rapped his gavel
helplessly, and essayed, awkwardly, to get
things straight. Mr. Kasson, the only Re-
publican who is competent to control this
turbulent body from the chair, sat, pale

and silent, at bhis degk in & remote part of

the Hall. It is evident that Mr, Keifer has
a stormy voyage before him; he lacks par-
liamentary knowledge and experience, to
say nothing of natural qualification for the
place,

But little business has been transacted, in
either the Senate or the House, this first
week. The House adjourned from Tuesday
until Friday, and, although the Senate has
been in session, little has been accomplish-
ed besides the introduction of sundry bills
The House is still in the throes of organiza-
tion, and will not be ready for work before
the 14th inst. By that time, the Commit-
tees wiil be formed, and, maybe, the new
Cabinet appointed.

There is a prevalent opinion, in political
circles bere, that this will be a session in
which politics will take a back seat, and in
which business will come to the front. This
idea bas received strength from the instal-
lation address of the new Speaker, and
from the Megsage of the President. If the
House Committees shall be formed with a
view to the legislative policy outlined in
the address of the Speaker, this will no
doubt be a busy session. Bills for refund-
ing the extendcd bonds at 3 per cent.; for
the erection of a suitable building for the
National Library; and for the reclamation
of the malarial swamps about the Capitol
will probably be passed.

The sulject of revenue, taxation, tariff,
and counting the electoral vote will, doubt,
less, occupy the attention of Congress, but
the conflict of interests and opinion on
