—A practical mechanic suggests
the following method of securing
tirea on wheels, Before putting on
the tires, fill the fellows with hot
linseéd oil brought to a boiling heat.
The timber in spokes and fellows
should be dry, as green timber will
not absorb the oil, and care should
be taken that the oil is not made
hotter than boiling heat, or the tim-
ber will be burned. The epokes
ghould also be well rubbed with the
hot'oil. Timber filled with oil in
this way is not susceptible of injury
by water, and is rendered much
more durable by this process. After
the wood has thoroughly absorbed
the oil it ehould be lett standing for
some days before the paint and var-
nish is applied. If these directions
are observed, the tires néver get
loose and the epokes and fellows re-
main firm until the tires wear out.

How to Dissolve Bones.

Every now and then we receive
guestions about how best to treat
bones that collect about every far-
mers premises. Evely body knows
that they are valuable tor fertiliz-
ing purposes, but having no machin-
ery for reducing them to a useable
condition, they lie about the yards
and barns for years. Sulphuric
acid is the best agent for dissolving
them. Break them up as small as
poeeible, and place in a barrel or
tub, and a mixture of sulphuric
acid and water poured upon them,
in the proportion of 12 oz.each to a
pound of bone. Another way, com.
mon in England, is thus described:
Take a large water tight hogshead,
and cover the bottom with about
gix inches deep of dry soil; on this
put a layer of bones of the same
