Sale of Personal I’roperty —Mr.

The Reassembling ol' Congress—Mr.
Orth Protests—Mr. Sprlugor An-
dignant—Breakers Ahead.

January Tth, 1882,
The holidays are over. The national
bunting has again been run up at both ends
of the Capitol, announcing the presence of

the House and Senate in Congress assem-
bied. Postmaster General James bas for-

mally resigned, and the new Postmaster’

General, Howe, has been duly inatalled at
the head of the largest postal department
on the planet. The most noted, and, owing
to its cause and its episodes, the most re-
pulsive, trial in modern judicial history is
rapidly nearing its close. The social world
at the Capital is abroad on the boulevard,

or at home in the drawing room, alert, irre-
pressible, diabolically gay, and aestheti
cally wicked, Until within the last five
days, we bave had the balmy winter cli-
mate of South Carolina; but the new year
brings & temperature and snow-fall that
has set the oldest inbabitant talking.

The House met on Thursday and, after &
briet session, adjourned till Monday, but
the session, brief as it was, wus sufficiently
long tor Mr. Orth, of Indiana, to express
his protest and his indignation at being ig-
nored in the formation of committees.—
This is the beginning, the forty-seventh
Congress will not hear the ¢nd of the very
general dissatisfaction with Speaker Keif-
er’s committee meehanism. For the last
ten or fifteen years, there has been a fecling
among legislators that the system of nam-
ing the persomel of committees by tbe
Speaker concentrated too muth power in
the bands of one man. So long, however,
as the Speaker followed the rule of recog-
nizing, as far as poesible, the leaders of the
House, and placing them on important
committees, there had been no emphatic
protest; but now comes Speaker Keifer, ig-
noring all precedents, and nearly all the
recognized leaders, causing great dissatis-
faction in both rank and file, and in both
parties. Mr. Springer, of 1llinois, will, in
a few days, offer a resolution, setting forth
that unknown and inexperienced men have
been assigned to Important committees,
while older members, and those familiar
with legislation and the rules of the House,
have not only been gagged by being placed
on unimportant committees, but tbat they
have been removed from important com-
mittees where they bhave long served, and
that their c¢fficiency as legislators has been
conspicuously and wantonly impaired;
that the action of the Speuker i8 not so
much a personal affront as it is a wrong to
their counstituents and to the country,
whose interests demand the best ability | ___
and most mature experience, or, in other
words, that tools shall not be given to
bunglers, but to those who can use them.
The feeling of dissatisfaction among mems-
bers is, by no means, confined to Mr. Ortb,
or to Democrats. It 18 shared by tbe fiiends
of Mr. Orth and of Mr, Kasson, and is prev-
alent among the Western, the Eastern, the
Southern, the New England, and the New
York delegations. It needs no prophet to
predict that, with this intense feeling exist-
ing, the forty-seventh Congress will not be
a dove cote, or the Speaker’s chair a bed of
roses.
