CLEANING Oons AND Bavanm.
~—Wash well with soda and set in
the sun to dry; rinse them well and
do not let the backs get wet.

Take a cupful of cream off the
pan of milk in the morning, and put
it to your bread when you are about
molding it, and it will cause the
crust to be very soft and delicate.

S8roNGE CAxE.—~One pound of
sugar, # 1b. of flour, 10 eggs, juice
of one lemon; beat the yolks very
light, then elowly add the sugar,
when beaten thoroughly, and the
beaten whites, lemon, and lastly
add flour; bake in a quick oven.

DriviNG AwAY ANTS.—Take car
bolic acid diluted with water, say
one part acid to ten parts water,
fnd with a syringe throw this liquid

nto all the cracks and holes where
they nest, and they will soon van-
ish, Cockroaches are aleo driven

away by 1it.

HARDENING CANDLES.—Take for
four pounde of candies two ounces
of white (or yellow) beeswax. Those
who make candles will find it a
great improvement to steep the
wick in Jime-water and saltpeter,
snd dry them. The flame is clearer
and the tallow will not run,

Furniture can be cleaned with
kerosene oil, but muet be wiped off
well. White epots on varnished
wood are removed by kerosene.—
Dull varnish is brghtened by rub-
bing with a flannel wet with strong
alcohol, which dissolves a trifle of
the gum of the old varnish, and
gives a fresh surface.

To Core HaAM8.—Take coarse
salt, with a sprinkle of ealtpeter,
pepper, and sugar; powder, mix; rub
thie in well a few times; smoke and
wrap closely in paper of four folds
or more; pack in dry ashes four
inches thick around each ham, They
will keep through the hottest of
weather and be as good as new.

To REMovE MILDEW FROM LINEN,
~This can be done by mixing with
goft-soap & little powdered starch,
balf the quantity of ealt, and the
juice of & lemon, and applying it to
the mildew stain with a paint-brush
on both sides of the linen. The
stained articlo eshould then be left
out on the grass day and night until
the spot be removed.

A HAND Prow.—Most vegetables
are greatly benefitted by having the
ground stirred frequently around
them. Hoeing is a tedious opera-
tion, both for time and patience. We
give & drawing of a small shovel
plow, with a wheel et in the beam,
'which can be pushed like a wheel
barrow. Where loosening the soil
18 the object, it is & very expeditious
‘moachine. The beam is made by
screwing together pieces of hard
wood boards. The wheel should
bave & “broad tread” to prevenrt
cutting in. A large cultivator tooth
does tolerably well for a shovel. It
works wel] for boy-power, by tying
a drag-rope to the end of the beam,

CARE oF THE FArRM HoORSE.—
Farm horses in the fall are often
ungratefully neglected. Their hard
toil in helping with the heavy work
of tbe season once over, when only
odd jobs await them, it is too fre-
quent a custom to dock them of
their grain and allow them to shift
for themeelves on the pastures,
often without needed shelter from
the bleak wind and early frosts of
asutomn nights. After feeding awhile
the poor animale get chilled and run
about in the dark in search of
warmth, which they often find only
at the coet of a stumble or fall, re-
sulting often in a eprain or a cut
that injures or disfigures them for
life. Then, when warm and fired
they lie down to rest, what wonder
if they rise up stiff, spiritlees, and
not rerely suffering a severe cold
after their heated blood and relaxed
sinews have been exposed to the
blasts and froste of a chilly night.
When the days are stormy it is well
enough to let horsee run in the past-
ure, but every night should find

them comfortably bedded and fed in

The half dollars of 1794
are worth $25; of 1796, $50; and
1797, $10; of 1836, with milled
edge, $2. An original half dollar
struck by the Confederate States in
1861 is worth $200. The quarter
doller of 1796 is worth $1; of 1823
and 1827, $15; of 1853, 50 cents.—

The twenty-cent pieces of 1877 and |

1878 are worth $1,60 each. The
dimes of 1796 are worth 50 cents;
