The household
of the new deity has since been or-
ganized upon a truly royal scale.
Every article dedicated to the white
elephant’s use and service is of mas-
sive gold or rare porcelain, and pop
ular offerings to the value of many
thousands of pounds were deposited
at its shrine before it had been es-
tablished forty-eight hours in ite
splendid quarters, immediately ad-
jacent to the King's own private
suite of apartments.
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NEVER TOO LATE TO LEARN.

yet he became one of the greatest
masters of the Tuscan dialect, Dante
and Petrarch being the other two.
