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School Entertainment.—The teach-
ers of the public schools are preparing a
nomber of their scholars for an entertain-
ment to be held on the evening of February
21, and which will consist of select read-
ings, epeeches, dialogues, charades, tab-
leaux, &c. The admission fee isin ne respect
commensurate with the character of the pro-
grawme, or the amount of labor expended
in the preparation of performers, it being
only ten cents for adults, and five cents for
children. It is suppos d that this low rate
of admission will insure a crowded house,
and we sincerely hope that the teachers in
this r-spect will not be disappointed, Let
every ane attend; if your own children do
not take part io the performance, your
friends and neighbors' children will; and
the fact that none but local talent will be
represented in the entertainment, should, of
iteelf, be pufficient to attract a large audi-
ence. It must be understood that the teach-
ers are not assuming this additional labor
for the purpose of increaging those very lib-
eral salaries allowed by our munificent
Board of School Commissioners, which have

to be 8o eagerly sought after. It appears that
this Board, by the puywent of these sala-
ries, and by supplying the echools with ad-
ditional teachers, whenever the necesssity
{or such appointments became manifest, has
80 exhausted the funds at their com mand,
a8 te be upable to pay a janitor for the
school building; consequently, each teacher
must draw upon his or her liberal galary
for one dollar at the opening of the school
year, to have t e room renovated, and two
dollars and twenty-five cents in addition,
each qnarter, for a janitor. It is to meet
these expenses that the teachers have de-
termined to bold this entertainment, from
which we hope they will realize the requi-
site epount of woney,

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WASHINGTON LETTER.

Mr. Blaine’s Diplomaey—The Mild
Umpirage of the United States.—
About the Garfleld Memorial Ser-
vices.
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From our regular correspondent.

Wasuminaron, D. C,,
February 4tbh, 1882,

It would be curious, if the issue in the
next presidential contest should relate 1o
the umpirage of the United States in the
Western Hemisphere. Mr. Everett long
since spoke of the ‘‘mild umpirage of the
Federal Upion.'’ But Mr. Blaine has pro-
posed an extension of this umpirage to the
quarrelsome children of South America,—
The idea will find favor not only with sen-
timentalists, but with all who are not im-
pervious to sentiment, and the fact that
such an astute politician ag Mr. Blaioe is
giving it prominence, lifts the question
above the plan of ordinary interest. Na-
tions, as well as individuals, can live and
die to themselves, Vast power cannot be
dissociated from vast responsgibility. But
the question of our “‘mild umpirage’’ on
this side the globe i@ not merely one of ab-
stract duty to ourselves, The wonderfu,
development of the Urited States and ter.
ritories during the last fifteen years, brings
us much cloger to the time than our fathers
expected to be brough t when this country
will be too small for us., It would not be
too small if we were Germans or Frenchmen,
but it muset not be forgolten that we are
fifty millions of Americans, with as much
steam and electricity as all Europe with its
250,000,000, Already the demand for
broader scope is findiog expression io Mex-
ican railway Enterprises, and in the uni-
versal approval of the Monroe doetrine, as
applied to the Panama canal,

The programwme for the Garficld memo-
rial services in the House, on the 27th inst ,
is now complete, and the ceremony promi-
ses to be both solemn and imporing. The
Hall of the House ot Representatives will
be open for the admission of members of
Congress, and those who have been invited.
President Arthur and Ex-Presidents Grant
and Hayes will be seated in front of the
speaker’s table. The Justices of the Supreme
Court will occupy s ats next to the right of
the President and Ex-President. The Cub-
inet Officers, and the representatives of for*
¢ign governments, will occupy seats to the
left of the speaker’s table. General Sher-
man, Admiral Porter, and those officers of
the Army and Navy who have received a
vote of thanks from Congress for distin-
guished services will be agsigned seats next
10 those of the Supreme Court. Ex-Presi-
dents and Se¢nators will occupy seatsin the
gecond, third, fourth, and fifth rows to the
east of the wain aigle. Governors of States
and Territories. and invited guests, will
have seals assigned them ou the floor. The
reporter's gallery will be reserved exclu-
sively for the use of members of the press,
and ticketa of admission can be obtained
frcm the prees commiltee only. The Marine
tand will diecourse appropriate music. The
diplomatic corpa will be present in the uni-
forms of their several nationalities, and will
be conducted to their seats by the Sergeant-
at Arms of the House. Prayer will be of-
fered by Rev. F D. Power, Chaplain ol
the House and late pastor of President
Garfield’s church, after which Hon. David
Davis will introduce Mr, Blaine, who will
deliver the memorial address.
