States it soon will be, In fact, many vis-
itors have expressed (hemselves as being
more favoraoly impressed by its appearance

| than by the cemetery at Gattysburg, which

has hitherto been considered the most ele-
gant in the country., Work has again been
resumed here, and the present and contem-
plated improvements will greitly enbance
118 beauty. The grounds ou'side of the
wall bave been graded with rich soil, which
will be planted with grass seed. On the
border of this little park is a row of sym-

metrical d:ciduous trees, just within a |

handsome barbed wire fence. At regular
intervals through the centre of th2 park—
the spaces to alternate with the outer row
of trees—will be planted a row of ever-
greens. Within the cemetery proper the
earth has been removed from the roots of
the evergreens, a half w. eelbarrow load of
manure deposited, and the goil replaced
over it. Two quarts of pulverized bone
have been sowed at the roots of each tree.
The superintendent has been notifi-d that
700 new trees and shrubs will be forwarded
early in the season to be planted in the
cemetery. Among the rare trecs growing
there are a half dozen Swiss Stone Pines—
the genuine pines of the Alps—and four
cedars of Lebanon, the only ones in the
State.
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Could Take Care of Herself.—One
day last week Mrs. Fanoie Fox, residing
